Ottawa, March 18—While the Right
Hon. Winston Churchill, first lord of the
admiralty, was telling the people of Brit-
ain and the empire at Westminster today
that ‘the motherland was resolutely pre-
paring to shoulder the burden of maintain-
ing the titanic struggle for naval suprem-
acy, there was an illuminating contrast in
the Canadian commons in the strong pro-
test from Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Hon.
Rodoiphe Lemiedx, representing the loyal
French Canadians of Canada, against the
policy of supine delay on the part of the
flag-waving Borden administration in en-
unciating any bold or effective naval
poliey,

It was a somewhat sensational day’s de-
bate “in which Liberal and Conservative
policies and records were sharply contrast-
ed, and the moral pointed to the Quebec
and Ontario campaigns of last September
and the Nationalist influence in the cab-
inet. All the leaders on both sides took
part.

Borden at Sea

On the Liberal side there.was a con-
sistent and logical stand in favor of the
continuance and development of the Laur-
ier naval policy. On the government side
the policy’enunciated by Premier Borden
and Minister of Naval Affairs Hazen, was
a vague declaration of “Some adequate
policy”” to be evolved after comsultation
with the admiralty with a hint of repre-
sentation of the dominions on some im-
perial board in control of one imperial
fleet to avhich all would contribute. g

Mt -Hazen pre ted the naval estimates
for $1,660,000 “For naval services.” The
minister explained that the present gov-
ernment, pending a declaration of naval
policy, had decided to continue things as
they were. They would maintain the
present ships and schools, but had can-
celled all contracts for additional vessels.

Hon, Mr. Lemieux directed the atten-
tion of the house to the fact that Hon.
Messrs. Pelletier, Monk and Nantel had
solemnly promised the people of Quebec
that as soon as they were Installed in
office “every sign and vestige of the Laur-
ier naval policy would disappear, and that
nothing should take its place.”

“The house had no idea of the fight car-
ried on in ‘the province of Quebec. The
postmaster general,” said M. Lemienx,
““accused Sir Wilfrid’' Laurier of selling his
birthright to Great Britain, and declared
that it ‘was time for Canada t6 assert her-
self and to do away with all this. He
and those associated with him made ap-
peals of the very -worst kind, but our
chief and his followers in our province
stood like men to their guns. They recog-
nized the character of the campaign which
the postmaster general and his colleagues
weTe earrying on, and they knew that th_e
people of Quebec were as loyal .aud patri-
otic as any people, if the true issue were
placed fairly before them. We sought to
educate public opinion and we were vindi-
cateds (Cheers). The majority of the mem-
bers from the province of Quebec came
back to this house pledged in favor of
the Laurier naval policy.”

Continuing, Mr. Lemieux said that even
today deception ' was being practised by
the ministers in thje matter. Mr. Pelle-

tier and his associates in Quebec were|

telling the people that there was to be
no naval policy, while Mr. Hazen was de-
claring that the admiralty was to be con-
sulted.

“Tt is time the government spoke ou't
plainly.” said he, “and put an end to this
dilly dallying.”

Pelletier on the Grill.
