CONGREGATIONAL CHANGES.

PRESBYTERY OF PARIS,—

The congregations of Knox Church, Ingersoll, and St. Andrew’s
Church, Ingersoll, were united into one pastoral charge, under the name of
St. Paul’s Church, on the r7th day of December, 1889.

PRESBYTERY OF LONDON,—

Melbourne and Riverside were formed into a pastoral charge on the
1st day of April, 1889,

Caradoc congregation was separated - from Melbourne, joined with
North Delaware, and formed into a pastoral charge, on 3oth day of April,
1889.

South Delaware and Tempo were united and formed into a pastoral
