there is sentient life, there is the pro-
creant care for the young msnifested,
Parents are, therefore, doubly bound by
the Jaw of pature and the law of God to
care for their young

creaut to ber trus’, and would cesee to be
the orrcle of God on earth, Oar Lord has
promieed Hig Church to be slwaye wiih
ker, to the end of the world, to teach her
all truth, Hence, the Church cau never
make a truce with the powers of darkuess,
and must contioue her warfare until ths
last vestigo of error ehall bave faded awsy
from the face of the earth

From the foundation of the Church to
the present day it has been ber lot to
coutend with every religlous vagary
tavented by the proitfic mind of mau, and
her weapous hare been thoee cf prayer,
argument and peranasion, By means of
the rosary 8¢ Dowivle converied the
Ab'genses Through his e¢xtreme gentle
pess and holy life, St. Francls de Sale-
converted fi ty thousaud Protestants.

Frenk J Mathew’s life of Father
Matbew telle muny plessant things about
the famous temperwnce npostle, Tbis
sccount of eome of his mwmor traits 1
particularly interesting : |

“He had no wish for the world’s
praiee, but had a weekness for the
praise of children and of nuus, and liked
being present at convent echeol fensts,
and heuring bizh flown and long worded
addresses reénd to him by the pipiog
voices of emell children. He treseured
these addresses, and bis reintions still
have a great coliection of them (written
in flhurishing penmanship, and full of
the pomp end circumstance of convent
rhetorie), yellow with age, now that the
children who read them have grown to
be elderly women, A story (probebly
untrue) tells that once, at a cartain
convent, he Linted that the nune looked
peedlessly grave and sanctified ; the
abbess at once ordered increased gaiety,
and for some time the poor nuus were
to be seen going nbout their daily work
replacing their usual bright quietness
by forced hilarity, and ¢miling (rom ear
to ear,
# He judged his temperance bands by
his other worldly standard, and they
vwere musical to him when to most they
were horrible, He loved to hear his
bsndemen, each working zesalously at
his instrument, with o entire disregard
of barmony ; or to watch some burly
blackemith furiously pummwmeliing the
big drum It was not their music, but
their zsal, that delighted him Much in
the eame way, when on winter nights we
hear the Balvation Army tramping past
in tbe wind and rain, we o:n feel respect
for the enthusiasm that fathers the
murderous discord — provided the band
is at a distance, Taere 18 & legend of
certgin wonks who every night sang the
¢ Magnificat’ with muen zeal but iittle
melody, as, unluckiy, living in the Fens,
they wers hoarser than frogs  Oace a
musical stranger sang the hymn for
them, and ihey listened in dehighted
silence : but thst night an angel appeared
10 the abpbot snd blamed him because
the ‘ Magnificat’ brd not veen sung—
the siranger’s siugiog was only mouih
worsbip, while the monks’ uscou h
hymn ot praies came from their hearie,
and was bead

“Father Mathew usually had some
pets to euvlven the loneliness of 1oe
friary, that abode ot lofty-minded
bachelorhood, uadisturbed ot suy ‘tem
pestuous petticoat” He owned a cuc-
csssion of dogs ; the chief ot them was
& truculent brute named ‘Sober,’ s grim
puritan, most faithtu! to his master,
mosy forocious to everyone else  Sober
was executed by the minione of toe law
for nearly Kkiliing & harmiess stranger
His master vainly moved heaven and
earth to save him, ascribing bis erime
to playfuluess. Tae favorad pet was a
sparrow named Peter. QOacs upon s
time gparrows were commja peis, sod
were surely perferable 1o demonisc
cockatoos. Lovers of seventeentn cen
tury verse wiil rem=mber Cartwright's
quaiat lioes, ‘ Lesbia on her Sparrow’:

*‘ Tell me not of Joys; there's none,

N 'w my iittis 8parrow’s g ne

He, just as you would #1gn and woo,

He wounld chirp und flatter me,

He would hang the wing awhile,

Till at lenglth ne saw me smile

¢ Pater was free of the house, and
flattered about at wili; his favorite
perch was on tho pri«st's ehoulder
He suited his master’s love of old
fachions.
