Of the Northern Railway Company of Canada, praying for an Act to authorise the
lensing, using and working of the lines of Railway of other Companies contiguous and
subsidiary to the said Railway,

Your Committee have also examined the Petition of the Municipal Council of the
Village of T'renton, in the Provinee of Ontario; praying for the passing of an Act to
-authorize the corporation of the said village to levy and collect Harbor Dues for the
purpose of maintaining Booms, Piers, mand otherwise improving the Harbor; and find
that sufficient notice has been given in this case, but your Committée would call the
attention of the Senate to the nature of the powers sought to be conferred upon a
mupicipality to levy harbor dues, while the exclusive power to legislate in municipal
matters is conferred by the British North America Act, upon the local legislatures.
Your Committee recommend that the time for receiving petitions for Private Bills, which
expires this day, be extended to the 24th March instant.
