BAN COULSON?

Dear Sir:

As a regular and enthusiastic
reader of your excellent news-
paper, 1 was frankly puzzled by
last Friday's “Point of View”.
It seemed grossly at variance
with the Brunswickan’s usual
lucid and objective writing.

Let me say at the outset that
I agree with Coulson’s conclu-
sion. The bomb should be man-
ned. Thus on reading the title
I turned to the article, anticipat-
ing some reasoned arguments
favouring this common cause of
your author and [.

One wonders whether an ar-
ticle containing inconsistencies of
such magnitude is intended to be
taken seriously, or whether the
writer is attempting some sort of
murky satire on the point of view
he proports to advocate. Perhaps
the kinder view would be the
latter. At all events, it is difficult
