. ;;ublic deliberation of leg-
islative decision-making bo-
dies with publication of o-
gendas and minutes and
reasons given for in camera
meetings.

* direct student council ap-
pointment oi ""any and all”
student reps on these bodies.

The student council water-
ed down many of these mo-
tions, - deleting many ‘con-
tentious sections entirely.

During the two-week con-
troversy surrounding,the brief
McGill dean of arts and sci-
ences H. D. Woods said the
brief was irresponsible in
parts’’.
