Clearlight is a highly polish-
ed and classy clone band.
Where other clone bands fail,
this band soars.

For openers, Learning to Fly
was offered to a somewhat
dazed and confused audience.

The five member band
doesn’t rely on usual cover
band gimmicks.

For Pigs, Laufman don-
ned a pig mask - was it
because he is overly creative
or he realized the ceiling of
the Chestnut was too low to
mount the usual aerial one?!

Oooh Oooh Baby actually
got the crowd moving.
Perhaps it was the hazy tunes
or the hazy atmosphere that
made the Tuesday crowd
lethargic - my friend sug-
gested it was the mind altering
consumables but what does he
know.

Just to torture all the Floyd
fans, the highlight (requested
early) came late. Comfortably
Numb was how everybody felt
and was the song everybody
wanted to hear.
