The Costliest Books.
In one of the London salesrooms 

the other day a book was sold for 
$20,000. It was a Latin psalter of 
1459, and the price was the second 
highest ever given in auction for a 
printed book. The record price for a 
book printed with movable types is 
$24,750, given in the same rooms Dec, 
9, 1884, at the Sir John Hayford 
Thorold sale for another and slightly 
finer copy of the same work, the se- 
cond book printed with a date at 
the world’s first printing press.

The last mentioned copy remained 
in the possession of its purchaser, the 
late Bernard Quaritch, for a long 
period and was finally sold after his 
death to J. Pierpont Morgan. Twelve 
copies, perfect and imperfect, are 
now known of the psalter of 1459, 
of which an edition of twenty copies 
was printed by Faust and Schoeffer 
at the expense of the Carthusian 
monastery of St. James pear Mentz.

Cruelty to Children.
During the last recorded month the 

National Society for the Prevention 
of Cruelty to Children has inquired 
into 3,987 complaints of neglect, ill- 
treatment, and other wrongs of 
childhood, of which 3,706 were dealt 
with, and 281 are pending. There were 
8,586 cases found true, affecting 10,- 
848 children and 4,860 offenders. Ac­
tion was taken as follows: Warned, 
3,061; prosecuted, 258 (convicted, 
252; discharged, six); dealt with by 
transfer, etc., 207. The penalties in­
flicted amounted to 40 years of im- 
prisonment, 10 years in inebratem 
homes, and £62 in fines. Fifty-three 
children died. The society's inspec­
tors made 17,145 visits, of super- 
vision.— Lloyd’s Weekly-
