THE LEPERS,

INMATE3 OF THE LAZARETIO AT
TRAOCADIE.
Toronto Globs, May 8.

Tracadie, N, B, April 29.—Situated
on an eminence overlooking .an arm of
the gulf that stretches inland to grasp
the puny waters of the Tracadie River
stands a long frame building in which a
ecore or 80 of lives find their tomb—the
Lazaretto of Tracadie. It is in Glouces
ter, in the north-east corner of New
Brunswick, and to reach it you leave the
International Railway at Bathurst and
over the Caraquet Railway, a short line,
and, oh, so slow, you go to Caraquet,
which is about twenty miles north ot the
leprosy hospital. This twenty miles
must be travelled over a country road
that cannot at its best be compared to
Ontario’s concession lines, and at this
season of the year is well-nigh impass-
able,
slumpy snow make passage almost im-
possible, and a day 1s ccoupied in the
journey, The country hereabout is
settled with French—it may be said ex.
clusively—and some years sgo it was
stated that owing to generations of in-

trace relationship to each other,

The lasaretto is a two storey fratie
building on an elevation that gives a
‘wide view of the gulf, It has ‘nres maiu
ocompartments—one for the Risters of
Hotel Dieu, in whose clarge it has for
many years been placed ; one for the
male and another for the female patients.
Besides these there is a gmall chapel in
which the Sisters keepup their reguiar
religious exercizes and all the devotions
of a convent. The situation in suramer
must be beautiful. Standing near the
wood pile that is seen at one end of the
building a pictnresque stretch o% country
would spread out before you, thie slender
stream, from which the lazaretto gets its
name, carrying its pure watsrs to the St
Lawrence and below you tae sleepy gulf
rocking lazily. Such a picture and sueh
a blot behind it, calliug for sym.pathy
and arousing repugrance! Siiftering
stirs one's better nature, softens and
attracts one’s charity, but the suffering
of the poor lepers of Tracacie repels
one, The disease is t0 loathaome, so
horrible in its disfiguremer.t, The ex.

gone, leaving the round stump of the
band ; feet or toes dropping oft or the
poge gone ; large soft discharges, ulcer-
ated sores and ghastly marks of living
decay.
