for such sn oceasion ; and the whole ey,
oreover, bitterly bostile 16 48y such move-
ment. . We do not take & position wbere it
would be necesssry to make tbe exceedingly
improbable supposition that eight or eleven
families, taken at random, contained -veo
childreu whatever |  We avoid all this, and
a thousaod other improbabilities sod incon-
sisiencics, by 1aking the brosd: platform of
the Pedobaptist faith,

“ Why should Christians lay so much
stress on mere external forms? [t is the
beart which God looks al,  He seeks for

iritual worshippers only.  If the ‘beart is
right in the sight of God, the service will
be wholly acceptable. It is well, perbape,
thet different forms of worsbip exist, as
thereby religious influences may ba brought
to bear more directly npdn the various pha-
ses of mind.
