MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN,

HEREAS it would very much encourage and promote the cultivation

of Hemp in this Province, if fome further provifion was made by the
Legiflature for the purchafe thereof ; in order therefore to mz.e provifion
for {o beneficial an objeét, as far as the prefent refources of the Province will
admit, We your Majefty’s moft dutiful and loyal fubjetls, the Commons of
Upper Canada in Parliament aflembled, do moft humbly befeech your Ma.
jeft: chat it be enadled, and be it enacted by {he King’s moft excellent \ajefa
ty, by and with the advice and confent of the Legiflative Council and Affeme
bly of the Province of Upper Canada, conftituted and aflembled by virtue of
and under the authority of an A& paffed in the Parliament of Great Britain,
intituled, ¢ An A& to repeal certain parts of an A& pafled in the fourteenth
year ot his Majelty's reign, inli;u]ed, “ An At for mak_ing more eHeéttual pro-
