No important event was reported in the
Caucasian campaign; and of the cam-
paign in Mesopotamia the only news of
importance was that of a successful
sortie of British Indian troops northeast
of Kut-el-Amara.

African campaign was that of an encount-
er between British and German troops on
the river Rufiji, the British having the
advantage.

Very little news transpired concerning
the Balkan campaign, there having been
very lml.m in Magedonia. . The
situation in Greece s€emed to be in a fair
way of being adjusted to the satisfaction
of the Enterte Allies, who had sent an
“ ultimatum” - to King Constantine to
which he was to give a reply within forty-

_ eight hours. The reply would be favor-

- able, it was anticipated; but as long as
King Constantine reigns at' Athens there
will be trouble for the Allies if he can
possibly make it.

Sir Frederick, who was a cousin of the
prime minister, had been in ill-health for
several months, so that the end was not
unexpected. He was born in Cornwallis,
N. S, May 14, 1847, was “educated at
King’s College, Windsor, (B.A., 1866). and
at Harvard Medical School, (M. D, 1868).
For a great many years the late war
minister practised medicine at Canning,
N. S., at the same time taking a very keen
interest in military matters incidentally
serving -through the Fenian Raid. He
represented Kings county in the house of
commons from 1874 to 1882, when he was
defeated. He entered parliament again
in 1896 on the accession of Sir~ Wilfrid
La.urier and was made minister of militia,
a post he ably filled until the defeat of the
party in 1911, when he himself suffered
defeat.

While practising at Canning he was-also
agent for the Halifax Banking Co. then
in existence.

Early in life Sir Frederick became in-
terested in militia. He was appointed
assistant surgeon of the 68th Battalion in
1869, surgeon lieutenant-colonel in 1893,
and honorary colorel army corps in 1901,
He was at one time a member of the
provincial board of health in Nova Scotia,
was made a member” of the College of
Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario in
1903; and honorary corresponding mem-
ber of the Association of Military
Surgeons of the United States in 1900.
In 1908 he was elected honorary president
of the Dominion Rifle Association. Sir
Frederick had served as a director of the
mutual Life Association Company, of the
Avon Valley Development Company, . the
St. John Ambulance Association and as
president of the Nova Scotia— Electric
Company, the King’s Park Realty Co,
Ltd. He was also a chairman of the
Butte Central Copper Company. - He was
an honorary member of the Canadian
Club, Boston, and of the Quebec Garrison
Club, and was a member of the. Rideau,
Laurentian, Ottawa Hunt, and Halifax
clubs.
