BOSTON, Nov. 26.—The annexation
of Canada by the United States s an
absolute impassibility, but that a union
of the two great nations was a possi-
bility, was the keynote of the address
delivered tonight before the members
of the Canadian Club at their annual
dinner by Lieut. Governor Duncan G.
Fraser of Nova Scotia.

“Never in the history of the world,”

he declared, “can annexation be made
possible, but the time may come when
these two countries will join in a union
for the freeing of the oppressed and
give liberty to all mankird.”
The banquet was presided over by
Charles H. MclIntyre, president of the
club, and the principal guests of the
occasion and the only speakers were
Lieut. Governor Fraser and Hon. A. B.
Morite, ex-Finance Minister of New-
foundland. The guests were welcomed
to the city by Mayor John F. Fitz-
gerald #n a characteristic address, af-
ter which Governsr Fraser was intro-
duced.

Speaking on the subject The Rela-
tions Between Canida and the United
States, Governor Fruser said in part:

“The relations between Canada and
the United States were never closer
than at the present time. Trade was
never  broader between them, and it
should be still broader in évery man-
ner than we find it today. Our rela-
tions with the United States are the
same now as. always, except that wiser
counsels which have ed with you in
the interests of reci ty have failed
in their 2ndeavors and we have been
obliged to seek other avenues for our
commerce. There was a time when we
were ready and willing to enter into re-
ciprocal trade relatiens with you, but
that time has passed and today we do
not. feel that morning, noon or night
we should be the first to ask you for
your trade, for we seem to have noth-
ing which you appear to eare for.

“Any man from Canada who comes to
the United States and finds a home,
and who is protected by its laws, its
flag, its government, can do but one
thing, accept its protection with all
dignity of ecitizenship and so conduct
himself that he. may leave an impres-
sion of such good citizenship and ser-
vice as to render honor to the land of
his nativity.

“Instead,”
said Mr. Morine, ‘“no matter if the
Newfoundland fishermen find utter
ruin staring them in the face, they
wili not yield one minute point, and
the sooner the Gloucester fishermen
realize this the quicker amicable rela-
tions can be reached between the is-
land and the American fishermen.”
