Of all the experts on the case Clarence 

Kinyg is the best Anown to the world at 
large, while his position in science, is one 
of the highest eminence. Mis investiga­
tions in the field of geology have been 
fruitful of not a few most important 
discoveries, and he has embodied the re­
sults of. his labor in a number of works, 
which are recognized authorities in thaï; 
department of science. His treatise on 
the solution of the problem of the age of 
the earth was welcomed with widespreau 
applause, was spoken of admiringly by 
.the great Helmholtz and received the pub­
lic approval of Lord Melvin. He com­
bines with a rare faculty, for scientific re­
search a keen literary and artistic taste, 
and to his writings there is a literary grace 
and finish, which works of this character 
too often lack. He has been a great trav­
eller, and has spent much time in Europe 
and in exploratory visits to Central and 
South America. Mr. King is a Rhode 
Islander by birth and a descendant of the 
early Puritan refugees from religious per­
secution under the Stuarts. He graduated 
in 1861 from the scientific department of 
Yale, where he made a specialty of geo­
logy and the kindred sciences under Dana. 
In the spring of 1863 he crossed the great 
plains of the west, on horseback, to join 
the geological survey of California, and 
from 1863 tô 1867 he was engaged continu­
ously on the geological survey, with the 
exception of a few months when his ser­
vices were secured .by the engineering de­
partment of the United States army to 
make a geological survey of Arizona. On 
the California survey Mr. King's work 
chiefly lay among the high mountains of 
the oierra Nevada, and in a study of the 
gold belt.

In 1867 the Union and Central Pacific 
railway having been begun from both 
ends simultaneously the idea was con­
ceived of starting a geological and explor­
atory survey of the whole country to be 
opened up by the road. The government 
adopted the suggestion and the then 
retary of war, Edward M. Stanton, placed 
Mr. King in charge of the exploration.
I his important work was immediately un­
der the secretary of war, and the survey 
party was officially attached to the bureau 
of engineers of the United States army.

exploration, therefore, was a mili* 
t^iy one. This work lasted from the 
f Fing»of. 1868 until 1874, and resulted in 
the publication of seven quarto volume* 
and extra topographical, geo1 >giuil an 1 
mining atlases. Mr. King's individual 
contribution was a monograph on the 
Comstock lode, which was the first ex­
tensive study of a mining district done by 
the United States. These publications 
were issued and the work completed in 
1874. In 1879 the United States 
carrying on three different explorations of 
à scientific character and in the interest 
of economy and uniformity and of better 
administration the government of the 
United States concluded to abolish all ex­
isting experimental work and create a 
permanent bureau of the government, 
which should be entitled the Geological 
Survey of the United States.

The plan of the bureau and the actual 
legislation in connection with it was draft­
ed by Mr. King. Upon its organization, 
which he conducted, he was asked to act 
as the first director. He accepted the ap- 
lointment and continued to hold it until 
[882, when he resigned, in order that he 
might have more freedom for foreign 
travel. In his foreign travel he went over 
the whole of Europe, the north of Africa, 

West Indies, the islands of the north 
and south Pacific and the whole of Cen­
tral America and Mexico. These trips 
were all of a professional character, as all 
the travels of scientific men are.

LEAVE REFUSED.

The Application Can Be Renewed Dur­
ing the Progress of the Trial.

Tuesday Mr. Justice Walkem delivered 
a short judgment disposing of the applica­
tion made by counsel for the Centre Star 
te the pending action with the Iron Mask. 
On Monday Davies, Q. C., applied for leave 
to do certain experimental work te the 
shaft on the Iron Mask ground, reading 
an affidavit of J. B. Hastings te support of 
the metion that the work sought to be 
done yould be of use te determining the 
issues to be tried in the action. His lord- 
ship, having considered the judgment of 
the full court on a previous application for 
the same relef, stated that te his opinion 
the judgment of the full court decided that 
he had jurisdiction to make the order 
asked in the interests of justice. The full 
court, however, was of the opinion that in 
the state of the case as presented to them 
the order should not be made, and the 
learned judge was of the opinion that the 
state of the case had not been changed 
since the decision referred to, and that he 

‘was bound by the finding of the court. He 
would not dismiss the motion, however, 
but would adjourn it, with leave to the de­
fendants to bring it on at such time during 
the trial as would be most convenient, in 
view of the evidence then being adduced 
before the court. Both counsel could then 
discuss the whole question fully whether 
the order should be made or not.
