There w* e email 
quanti'y of water in the bottom of the machine, 
and in Ihe centre caae ÿu a composite cake, of the 
site and color of peat^ containing in th# middle of 
it a phial of aulphuricfocid and chlorate of potueh. 
In order to pot tto machine into action, this phial 
Ie broken, end a gaseous vapor la generated so 
rapidly, and in euch ijnantity, tbit it immediately 
rushes out from a lateral spout with great impetu- 
-.t,r Mr Pnillioe explained, that a machine of 
any eiae could to made according to the 
for which it wae intended.—We have thus ateoroe 
length explained an invention which seem, pecu­
liarly applicable loom position. If it be a reality, 
it would unquwlionably shield ui from the incen­
diary, lessen the cost of insurance, and save the 
heavy expenditure of money nacewary for the 
maintenance of an efficient Fire Company.
