The water supply is at present ob-
tained from the infilterafion system
in the area adjacent to the pumping
station supplemented at  times hy
drawing from the canal. It is an ob-
jectionably hard water for both do-
mestic' and industrial use, and it is
not entirely free from polution and
turbidity, although superior in thesc
respects to the river water.

On the recommendation of the
Provincial Board of Health, it has
for some time been . treated witk
liquid chlorine. This treatment - or
chlorination as it is.called, is effec-
tive in destroying bmteria, particu-
larly with clear water. It is open ‘te¢
(the objection that in practice it 1s
hard at all times to avoid leaving
some taste and odor in the water
when the dose is sufficiently large
to insure a safe baéterial removal.
Moreover, its application cannot be
made quite so reliable an -operation
as filteration and consequently al-
though extensively used allever the
world under the same circumstances
as prevail at Brantford, it cannot Fe
accepted as a complete and perman-*
ent substitution for filteration.

The Grand River was in some ways
the obvious source to select, the sup-
ply is inexhaustiblé and near at
hand. But, like all rivers flowing
through settled. districts, it is sub-1
ject to polution, and the water has
to be filtered. Moreover, it is a hard
water which further depreciates its
value for domestic and industrial
use; before adopting this source it
was therefore recommended that an
investigation be made to find out if
water of a better quality—particu'
larly a less poluted and softer water
—-were not* available from wmome
other source or combination of sour-
ces within a reﬁsonable distafdce of
the city.

To that end' the Provincial Boarc¢
of Health were approached, and they
generously offered to underta the
work free of charge, not only ‘the
usual bacteriological examination of
the water, but: also complete chemi-
cal analysis. Five sources were in
vestigated—=—Grand River, Cleator’s
Brook, Whitemans Creek, Blue l.ake
