OLD RECORDS BROUGHT TO LIGHT.

Interesting Facts Gleaned from the
Minute Book of the Old Johnstown
Agricultural Society.

We have before us an old minute
book of what we have reason to be-
lieve is the first organized Agricultur-
al Society in the then province of
Upper Canada. When the secretary-
ship of the Brockville Electoral Dis-
triet Agricultural Socioty passed into
the hands of the presont incumbent,

B. Loverin, all the books and papers;

of the society were transferroed to his-
keeping, and in searchjng for the old
records the minute b#dk only - went
back to Jan. 20th, 1858, and all eff-
orts to trace the operations of the
agricultural socicty previous to that
date were unavailing. A fow weeks
ago while some workmen were enga-
ged in pulling down an old building
in the rear of G. T. Fulford’s drug
store they came across a vault in
which were a lot of old books and
papers, and amongst them the minute
book above referred to. As this is
without doubt the only authentic
history of the operations of the early
agricalturists of this district, and as
many of the names given and inciden-
ts related will no doubt prove interes-
ting to our readers, as forming a con-
necting link betwoen the early scttle-
ment of thiy county and the present,
we have decided to bricfly give some
of the most prominent facts.

Going back to the old record we
find that on the 12th “day of May,

1830, 3 number of the farmers of the

old Jghnstown district met at tho res-
idence of Mr. Titus in Elizabethtown,
and apointed Capt. Joseph Wiltse as
chairman and Florence MecCarthy
sccretary. It would appear from cer-
tain resolutions passed at that meeting

-| that the Legislature had, at a session

held a few months before, passed an
Act making a grant for the encourage-
ment of Agricultural societies, and
from the tone of the resolutions there
adopted we are led to believe that the
persons assembled at that meeting
were the first to take advantage of
the proposed grant, and they then
and there organized the Disirict of
Johnstown Agricultural Society. A
subsciiption list was opcned and the
sum of £48 10s 6d subscribed on the
spot. Hon. Chas. Jones wus elected
president and Honry Sherwood, sec'y.
On the 19th of the same month “a
special meeting of the directors was
held in the court house, Brockville, at
which E. H. Whitmarsh presented a
list of names of those wishing to be-
come members, from the county of
Grenville, and conveying the request
to form a uniied society for the two
counties. This proposition was laid
over until the following month wher a
mecting was held at the Inn of Jos.
Derbyshire, Farmersville, where it was
decided to not entertain tliec proposi-
tion from the county of -Grenville, and
to change-the name to the Leeds Co.
Agricultural Socicty. On the 10th of
July the directors again met, but the
record 'is silent as to whether a
fair was held ornot, On the 14th day
of May 1831 the sccond annual mee-
ting of the scciety was held at Farm-
ersville. At that meeting Capt. Jos,
Wiltse wag elected pres. and Henry
Teed sce’y, and the cash on hand was
reported as £108. At a meeting of
divectors held shortly afterwards a list
of prizes was prepared and Farmers-
ville selected as the place for holding
the annual fair. The date on - which
the fair was held is not given; but a
show of fattened hogs was- held on
the 7th day of Deeembet. «The next
annual meoting was held on the 12th
of May, 1832 and Jos. K. Hartwell
was chosen pres.’ and Philip Wing as
sec’y, This year the fair was held at
Farmersville, on the 26th of Oectober.
The next year the amount awarded
in prizes amounted to £48 10s, and
tho judges reported the corn erop so
poor as to be unworthy of being aw-
arded any premiums. In 18384 the
first prize for  the best cultivated
farm was awarded to Timothy Soper,
with Levi Soper, Benj. Hamlin, Josh,
Bates, and Danicl Phillips following
in the order named. The ycar 1834
seems to have been a stormy one for
the society. Benj Hamlin for some
reason, not mentioned, refused to give
up the money he held as treasurer, to
his suceessor, and on the 8th of, July
a meeting of the managing committee
was held, when steps were taken to
compel him to pay the money over.

\(THE DELIGHTS OF CHARLESTON.

A Pen Picture of a Day’s Bxperience
of Fishing and Camping.

A number of our young men have
been rusticating at Charleston Lake
for a week or two, and according to all
accounts have had a glorious time
fishing, sleeping,eooking and fighting—
blue tailed flies and mosquitoes. The
stories they tell about the quantity
and size of the fish arc something
wonderful.

It is said that one morning last weck
a party of the young men referred to
got up very early, and after putting
themselves outside s light breakfast,
started for the fishing ground, first
encasing their heads in cowboy hats,
their shapely nethers in knickerbockers
and their feet in canvas pumps, which
with blue flannel shirts trimmed with
pockets constituted their a la Charles-
ton suits. The morning was perfeet
—golden with sunshine sifting through
the scattered, flecey clouds as through
a veil of lawn; a wanton wind
wrinkling the burnished surface of the
lake. On such a day the angler may
hope for sport and be confident of
seeing and feeling black flics.

The Charleston black fly is smaller
than the bull frog, but has the advant-
age of being able to bite with both
ends, and while feeding simultancously
works six pairs of ticklers “with his
legs.. Some-sportsmen prefor the bite
to the tickle; but our boys say it is
a matter of individual fanecy. Both
may be enjoyed at the same time.
Charleston black: flies prefer to get fu
their finest work just.abaft of the ear,
and any one of our friends’ ears afford-
ed ample accommodation for, about
seven dozen, with standing room for as
many more. These black flics take
exactly three sceonds to raise a lump
that will last seven days.

Justus Smith, the champion oars-
man of the lake, said to our reporter
the other day that there wasn't a
single black fly in the ncighborhood of
the lake. This was strictly true. The
black flies at Charleston are all mar-
ried. " They are born, married and be-
come great-grandfathers in nine hours.

Bust to return, Qur heroes started
out determined to capture cnough of
the finny denizens of the lake to pro-
vision the guests at the Dufficld house
on the Glorious Twelfth. Silently
and with muffled oars they made their
way across the Big Water in the direc-
tion of the Hog's Back. No 'sigh
breathed from the branches of.the
pines, and the humming of the bees
could be heard;so deep was the silence.
A heron, austere and stately, flapped
heavily ag he settled lazily in a lift]e
bay, and stood contemplatively watch-
ing the passing skiff.. A little yellow
and white butterfly floated across the
reeds, and & kingly salmon leaped and
gathered him in. ~Silently the anchor
was let down in proximity to this spot,
and the lines were ‘quickly dropped
into the water. The silence was un-
broken for the space of four minutes,
save once whien the mathematical mas-
ter fetched his ear a swipe by -which
four dozen promising black flies and
nine industrious gallinippers came to
a miscrable end. Again a hush. ‘An
active middle-aged worm was woven
on the fresco painter’s hook and lower-
ed to a watery grave. Two hours
crept by in the blaze of that July day.
A faint wind stirs the lazy leaves, and
ripples roll dreamily shorewards, to
tinkle among the wave-worn pebbles.
A mud hen careens over the flood from
afar, floats downward and alights. A
fresh brigade of black flies: makes
known its arrival. The sun shoots its
volleys of gold slantwise through the
crystal depths, and bathes the distant
Blue Mountains in a flood of many-
colored light.  The long hours of an
expectant day passed into oblivion cre
the patient watching and waiting of
our heroes was rewarded.

Atl at onco the bob on the linc of the
“Master” was scen to joggle and
shortly afterwards a dexterous swing
landed the long coveted. specimen in
the boat. The hour.-was late for lun-
‘cheon, 8o they concluded to take their
catch over to Dr. Addison's cottage
where thcy . could manipulate the
doctor’s culinary utensilsin preparing
the savory dish for their evening ro-
past.
