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Our Present and Future as Fruit
Growers.

Prorosep Expermvest Fruir STATION

Fxtracts from a paper read before the
Fruit Growery’ Association, by W. C.
Archibald :—

The observation of his Jordship, Judge
Weatherbe, is now current ; that we have
in this golden vale some 400 square miles
capakle of producing an annual revenue
of $30,000,000, This of course islargely
ineluded in the warm fruit belt from this
point to the beautiful Bagin of Annapo-
lis. 1 have no means at hand to accur-
ately determine the present annnal value
of our fruit pioduct, but-will estimate it
to be $500,000.

In horticulture there never were go
many difficulties to meet as at the present
time. The fact of onr case is mainly
this : —=The enemies of the fruits of the
carth are multiplying at a prodigious
rate, 1t is reported :—A gentleman who
inepected a diseased vineyard in his state
on returning home looked into bis vine-
yord, The Jisease had appeared there.
On careful ingpection he cut out all the
discased vines and leaves which he held
in band. Two days later a hay-rack, he
1eports would not have held all the dis-
eased vines, so rapid had been the prog-
ress of the digease !

Fruit growicg in Nova Scotia enlarges
more than any other produet, the earn-
ing power af the land per acre.
