Total Ktuiw «I the Moon.
On Saturday evening if the sky is clear 

there will be an exhibition worthy the at­
tention of every citizen—a total eclipse of 
■the moon. Total eclipses of the moon are 
not of frequent occurrence, and the occa­
sions when the path of the moon is central 
ithrongh the earth’s dark shadow and that 
shadow extends deep into space beyond the 
moon are exceedingly rare. On Saturday 
night next the moon will rise eclipsed and 
the hour for observation will be most favor­
able. The juveniles can behold the wonder 
with wide awake optica, and still go to bed 
and to sleep betimes. The moon will enter 
the penumbra at 3.27 p. m ; the eclipse will 
be total at 6.30 and will be over at 9.11 p. 
rn. Although a favorable hour for eight- 
seers, the astronomers state that as the ob­
servations will have to be conducted when 
the light is transmitted through the dense 
mass of the earth’s atmosphere interspersed 
against the horizon, the effect will not be 
quite so favorable. The recurrence of a 
lunar total erllpse, when the earth is in a 
different put of Us orbit, on July 22nd 
next, will be still more ft von bit.

A Young Wife at Perth Centre

By Leaping Over the Andover 
Bridge.

Caught in Time-Jealousy the 
Cause of the Rash Act.

NEW DEPARTMENTAL BUILDING.

A Brief Description of the New 
Government Building,

Which it Is Proposed to Erect 
on St. John Street.

A Fine Large Structure of Stone 
with Spacious Apartments.

Plans of the government’s proposed new 
departmental buildings have been prepared 
and are on inspection at the provincial sec­
retary’s office. From a hurried glance at 
the plans this morning the following brief 
description of the new building is given.' 
The structure will be located on tie govern­
ment grounds on the site of the present old 
buildings on St. John street, the old crown 
land office to be removed. The front will be 
towards St. John street.

The new building will be 116 feet long by 
83 feet deep and 48 feet high, built of ordi­
nary rubble building stone with a plinth 
course of free stone around the base on top 
of the foundation walls, at a height of 3 feet 
above the ground. The lower story windows 
will be circular, headed with a projecting 
stone trimming on top; the upper windows 
square beads, excepting those in the pr^jec 
tion on either side of the doorway, which 
will be in the form of a segment of a circle. 
The window trimmings are all of plain free­
stone without any carvings. The main en­
trance in centre of building is reached 
bv six stone steps, under a circular 
headed arch doorway, supported 
on either side by red granite pillars, with 
prettilv caryed capitals. At either end of 
the building the centre wings project about 
4 feet, extending above the main roof a dis­
tance of about 12 feet and ending m a wedge 
shaped tower. The roof of the building is 
Mansard, covered with slate, with an iron 
cresting all around. The general effect of 
the front elevation is somewhat like onr 
Normal School building, and al though al­
most entirely devoid of any ornamental 
work, yet is quite pleasing to the eye. The 
ground floor is divided by the main hall into 
two departments, that on the left being for 
the Provincial Secretary's office, with rooms 
for the different officers, that on the right for 

Surveyor General's department 
A large fire proof vault 10x20 is lo­
cated on either side of the main hall, extend­
ing up through the second story.

The second story on the left, immediately 
over the Provlcial Secretary’s department, is 
occupied by the pub'ic works offices, whilst 
the right half is divided np for the exeentive 
council chamber.clerk,messenger, committee 
room, the board of agricultural, secretary 
for agricultural, attorney general, and the 
auditor general. The attic story will be 
devoted to storage rooms. On either floor 
are wssh-rooms. etc. The largest room 
in the building is the draughting and 
sales room of the crown land office, size 30 
x 42 feet. Next in size, accountants' room of 

e, 28x32. Next the executive council 
chamber 24x30; secretary board works 22x 
24 ; engineer’s room 16x32 ; deputy receiver 
general 22x24, and board of agriculture 17x 
26. The rooms are all conveniently located, 
easy of access, and well lighted, the main 
hall having a sky light overhead in the roof. 
A door in rear of the building will be only 
about 20 feel from the side door of parla­
ient building, for the convenience of mem­

bers during the session.

YORK AND CARI.KTilN RAILWAY.

The Glianzb’s Glassville reporter says 
On Saturday the 14th Mr. Gillmore Brown, 0. 
E , and Mr. Hogan, 0. E., contractor for 
Fredericton bridge, passed through Glaee- 
ville en route for Bristol, accompanied by 
Mr. Maloney, Mr. A. Gibson’s crulsor and 
surveyor for upwards of twenty years, and 
Mr. Charles Dibble, C. E. They had been 
cruising the country from Cross Creek to 
Foreston, making an exploration for the 
York and Carleton Railway company. The 
proposed line is to ran from Cross Creek to 
Foreston, from Foreston to Beaufort, then to 
the north branch of the Miramlchi, and 
then right through to tap the proposed 
Reatigouche and Victoria line, which is to run 
to the Grand Falls. The wilderness land in 
all that section is covered with a growth of 
lumber of alt kinds, with splendid 
chances for mill privileges. Millions and 

lillions of lumber which could never be 
driven, for the scarcity of drivable streams 
within reasonable distances, could be 
transported to our sea ports by rail if 
thwt region were traversed by a line. 
Besides, there are splendid large tracts of 
hard wood land up there fit for settlement 
and colonisation. There we are in the fer­
tile belt, which crosses New Brunswick, and 
which may yet be the garden of the pro­

of course the construction of this important 
line may be said to depend almost altogether 
on Mr. Alexander Gibson, who has now 
taken the matter in hand. With men of his 
stamp, to resolve is to act and carry ont, no 
matter how many and great the difficulties 
to be encountered may be. That Mr. Gib­
son has undertaken its construction is a 
sufficient guarantee that the rich tract of 
country, now explored, will be speedily 
opened up and the shriek of the locomotive 
be heard in our northern wilds.

DROWNED IN MAINE.

A young lady who returned from Boston 
the other day, brings the intelligence that 
Jeremiah O'Leary, well known in this city, 
was drowned at Biddeford, Maine, not long 
ago. No particulars of the drowning can 
be obtained. The informant of the young 
lady was a near relative of O’Leary's, and 
was not willing to state the particulars of 
the sad affair.

O’Leary was for a long time a clerk in 
Mr. Timothy McCarthy’s grocery store, and 
was one of the most promising and popular 
young men of this ciiy. He was a very in­
duirions young man, and to him was due io 
some measure the great success of Mr. Mc­
Carthy’s business. After remaining some 
years with Mr. McCarthy, he was seized 
with a desire to go west, and although Mr. 
McCarthy offered him great inducements to 
remain with him, he left for Montana to try 
his fortune there. He received employment 
in a large agricultural establishment at 
Helena, and in a few years became a partner 
of the firm. By hie iudustry and ability he 
succeeded is amassing wealth, and a as at one 
time reputed to be worth $45,000. He then 
wen,tinto epecu lating,and lost his fortune in 
cattle dealing: This reverse was a great 
come down to him, and he returned to Fred­
ericton a broken down and a poor young 
man. He went from Fredericton to 
Boston and has been little heard of since. 
He was about 33 years of age.

THERHKFFIELD EXPLOSION.

The attempt to blow up the temperance 
hall in Shi ffield, on Sunday night last, 
after the work of incendia ism that has b e i 
carried on in the parish for some time pact, 
has caused considerable fear and 
excitement, as it is now established beyond 
a doubt that the scoundreliem hue 
been committed by parties residing in the 
locality. A Sheffield gentleman who arriv­
ed in the city to-day says the explosion bad­
ly damaged ihe interior of the building. 
The can of powder was placed on the floor 
of the hall, beneath the gallery and close 
beside the aide wall of the building. The 
whole bulding was wrecked by the 
explosion. The gallery was lifted several 
feet from its place and fell to the floor and 
one whole side of the building was riddled. 
The hall is a story and a half building and 
about fifty feet in length. The report of the 
explosion was heard by the residents in the 
vicinity, and for some distance off Car­
penters were set to work to repair the wreck­
ed building yesterday, and the school 
trustees hope, to have the Grammar school 
in running order again in less than two 
weeks. The cause of the rash deed is attri­
buted to bad feeliug in school matters. A 
school meeting was held on ths Saturday 
preceding the explosion, but the meet ng is 
said to have been a quiet one, although th® 
conclusions arrived at were directly at 
variance with the wishes of a number of 
ratepayers who are opposed to the mainten­
ance of the grammar school. No direct cine 
is had to the perpetrators of the deed. The
