NATIONAL LEAGUE.
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Forelgners to Be Barred from

Holding Stock In Great Corpor-

atlon—Blig -Profits After the War—The Capital to Be
Placed at $50,000,000,

London, July 26—Now that Eng-
land has set out through the organiza-
tion of the British :l‘nde Corporation
to outdo America in the development
of big business enterprises, the press
has started an investigation that car-
ries all the earmarks of the enquiries
conducted by Congressional commit-
tees in Washington and New York,
There are few business men in the
United States who will forget the
probe of the money trust with its
revelations of how business was con-
trolled by a few men holding scores
of directorates. The newspapers over
here h&ve turned up o similar condl-
tion in connection wity the Trade Cor
poration.

So far there arc fifteen directors In
the Corporation, with Lord Faringdon
as chairman. He is also director in
four great rallway and shipping com-
panies. 8ir Vincent Callland Is direc-
tor in no less than twelve companics
aside from the Trade Corporation,
while others among the newly made
board are found to be amply supplied
with seats on the boards of compa-
nies representing BEngland’s biggest
concerns, Just as the Congressional
committees inquired of the Americans
who were found to be too well en-
dowed with directorates, the British
press is asking how any of the Trade
Corporation directors who are In-
volved in the affairs of other. com-
panies ean expect to devote the time
necessary for the welfare of tho new
concern.

Foreigners Barred.

When the corporation is in full
swing at the end of the war it will un-
doubtedly be the first big trust that
can be safely called “all British,” In
the prospectus sent out to’ investors
the application for stock must be
accompanied by a declaration setting
forth that the purchaser is a British
born subject, has never taken an oath
of alleglance to any foreign Power or
State, that there {8 no arrangement
under which he shall hold tho stock
allotted him under control of any for
eign Power, State or foreign corpora
tion, and that he is not subject to the
control or influence of any foreigner.
This declaration not only bars all
those of enemy birth, but also the citi-
zens of allled countries.

Will Advance Money. :

There has been & great deal writter
and -said in the last year regarding
England’'s expansion in forejgn man
kets,  but two great obstacles blocked
progress in that direction. The firs{
was the lack of financial facilities and
the second was the crass ignorance of
the average British firm of the stan
Ing of foreign concerns with which .
was proposed to do business. Thig
new_British Trade Corporation is to bq
the manufacturer's bank and hig
means of getting Intelligence regards
ing all forelgn markets. Any firm in
nead of money for development or
special contract purposes cdan apply
to the corporation and if the stands
Ing of the firm is good it will receivq
the required money. This would no{
be an advance for a certaln hard and
fast period such as that arranged by
ordinary banks, but would cover cxitly
eal business phases and tide the cone
cerns over. until it could reap the
benefit of its enterprise and develop¢
ment.

Despite all of these gcod intentiong
as professed In the prospectus of the
corporation, there is still the under/
lying antagonism of those who fail tg
see the benefits accruing from the
conduct of such a big business, In
Parliament the old wail is heard of thg
injury to small concerns through thq
activity of the great corporation. Mosi
of this critlcism has broken forth in
the House of Commons, but whethef
it comes from a lack of knowledge of
the real aims and purposes of the
Trade Corporation is still jn doubt
There {8 room for suspicion that the
opposing members are adopting tao
tics that an American would call
“playing to the gallery.” 8o far there
has not been a single protest from
{the men of broad business experience,
while others who have little knowk
edge of big affairs have hurled thy
bitterest shafts at the baby corpora
tion.

Secret Service Planned.

A good many people have (uk’«"l"r
the opportunity of comparing the pro
posed system of financial intelligencq
with the old German methods of find(
ing out what the British firms Intend(
ed doing and then getting to the mar
ket before them. They fear that Brit
tain will deterlorate into the samgq
pernioclous habits as Germany had bel
fore the war. It is true that the Tradq
Corporation intends getting up
secret service for ascertalning the
standing of foreign firms desiring
credit, thus reducing risks to a mini¢
mum. The greater portion of thig
system will be used to find where
British enterprise can safely be cary
ried and not in the defeating of busi(
ness rivals, Very often in the past it
has been the case that where thq
British merchant thought he was taks
ing a big risk there was none, and
vice versa. But through the work of
the corporation the essential link will
be formed befween the old loose and
unsatisfactory methods and the pland
for the expansion and developmend
of overseas trade.

Without the flnanclal and intellly
gent assistance offered by the corpora«
tion few firms could realize thely
hopes, and If the future were left to
the haphazard process of many smallé
er development companies the Brits
ish manufacturer could not hope sudy
cessfully to enter and compete with
the elaborate organizations alreads
operating in America and other comu
mercial nations. If the opinion of tha
smaller bankers can be gleaned fronf
the few public statements so far mad
they know that their business wil}
double and treble 4s the corporatioy
expands British trade.

The wave of bitter denunciation ha(
gone over the corporation without i
juring its prospects any more thag
the denunciations In the Americay
press hurt the firm that has given
the United States the greatest telel
phone system dn the world. If the
corporation proves successful th
whole world will benefit along wi
British traders.
