At Pesth, however
prices Were firm. At St. Petersburg the previous
agtivity in the grain trade bad been succeeded by a
calmer tone, and the export demand had diminished
At the same time prices were firmly maintained in
consequence, of unfavourable harvests prospects
in many districts on the shores of the Volga. The
stores which were destroyed by fire at the cloge of
June, in the gov: t of S y d con-
siderable quantities of grain, and this was causing
holders to show more reserve.

Dulness and inactivity have been the salient
features of the market since our last. This has
been due partly to small offerings, rendering any

jderable busi impossible ; to an advance in
ocean freights at Montreal which has checked the
export demand, and to weakness in outside mar-
kets, which has caused buyers to look for conces-
sions. Ifany business has been dome it has not
been reported, beyond a few sales of flour and oats,
but we believe that the market really has been
quiet, and p.t. sales comparatively few during the
week. Crop reports have continued to be generally
favourable, save that there seems to be some reason
o fear that barley may have been discoloured some-
what, in this neighbeurhood. Another week, how-
sver, will probably go a long way towards setting
doubts st rest. Outside markets have been de-
cidedly irregular. English quotations show spring
wheat 3d and red winter 1d lower, and the inside
prices of white and club lower ; corn has advanced
and receded, and peas have receded and reeovered.
During the present week there seems to have been
an eagy feeling prevalent, and the upward move-
ment in prices has been checked, apparently by
slight improvement in the weather ; though how
any improvement af the end of July can be of any
considerable advantage it s difficult to
see. The improvement in weather seems to
have begun last week, when it checked the previous
activity in trade ; but still left prices steady with
holders not inclined to press sales. The. quanti-
ty of wheat and flour on transit for the United King-
dom on the 34th inst., showed & decrease of 25,000
quarters on the week, and amounted to 1,500,000
quarters, against 1,379,000 on the 10th inst., and
701,000 at the corresponding date Iast year. The
total supply wheat and flour in the week ending on
the 19th inst. was equal to 322,812 to 370,625 qrs.»

88,188.qrs. The supply of maize for the week was
2,280,000 to 2,320,000 bushels, v. an average weekly
sonsumption in 1877 of 1,261,124 bushels, v. 1,800,-
774 bushels in 1876, and 773,858 bushels in 1875.
