The provisional government has
received a telegram from President
Comtesse of Switzerland. announc-
ing that government’s recognition
of the Portuguese republic. Brazil
also, has formally recoghized the
new republic. The German wmin-
ister has been instructad to enter
ihto semi-official relations with the
provisional government.

New Government has Been

Recognized by Brazil and Switzerland—DBritish

Expected Soon.

Jose Reivas, the new minister of
finunce, said in an interview that
one of the first acts of the govern-
ment would be to impuse obligatory
secular education. At the same
time the Republicans would fully
recognize liberty  of conscience.
They did not desire to destroy re-
ligious sentiment but only would
oblizate the priests to confine
themselves to spiritual matters.
Speaking with reference to finan-
cial zonditions, the inister said
that the guvernment intended to
readjust taxation and make the
colonies bear their own administra-
tive charges. This, he added,
would mest a vhird of the existing
deficit without injuring the colon-
ies, the preservation and develop-
ment of which would be of supreme
interest in Portugal's voliey._
There is an unconscicus revela-
tion of the manner of the wan who
is now at the head of national
affairs in the brief autobicgraphy
of President Braga written a few
weeks ago al the request of the
Paris newspapers.
