IN CANADA DA INCREASES

Ontario Last Year Pmduced Two-
Fifths of the Lumber in Canada—
Spruce is the Leading Species—
Total Pruductlon in Year Valued
at Sixty-Two Millon Dollars.

Ottawa, Ja}, 30—A total increase
in production of lumber in Canada of
13.9 ‘per cent for the year 1909 over
the previous one is shown by statis-
tics just issned by the forestry de-
partmentt. Among other interesting
faots br&ught to light in the report
are that Ontario alone produces two-
fifths of Canadian lumber, that gpruce
is the leading:Canadian species; that
only six per cent of the wood pro-
duced in ‘Canada is hardwood and
that the production of square timber
for export has declined to such an
extent that only one-twelfth -as ‘much
is praduced as formerly.

The total production was 3,814.912,-
000 board measure, and its total value
$62,819,477. Large as this may ap-
pear it iz a littla less than one-ninth
of the lumber cut in the United States
for 1908 and a little iess than thaf
cut in Washington state in 1907. ©

Of the whole amount, Ontario alone
produced two-fifths, an increase of
17.3 per cent. In spite of this fact,

however, ithe average of the . lumber
in Omntario was $19.80 per thousand,
‘Whereas in Nova Scotia it was only
'$11.96. \

Ottewa, Jan. 31—In the railway
commission this myorning, E. A. Lan-
caster, M.P. for Linceln, withdrew his

bill to amend the railway act by pro-
viding that coroner’s inquests should
be held upon all persons killed by a
tmain.

He took this-action at the request
of the Hon. Geo. Graham, who point-
ed out that the bill as it stood was
an invasion of provincial rights. He
promised, however, o write to the
various provinecial governments call-
ing their attention to the proposal
and asking them to introduce legisla-
tionj to bring it into effect.

Mr. Biggar, K.C., for the Grand
Trunk, accepted the suggestion and
the clause was dropped, whereupon
the rest of the bill was reported.

KING'S ADVISERS.
BEGIN LIBEL SUIF

TO END RUMORS CIRCULA}!‘I_::D
OF ALLEGED MORGANIC AT
MARRIAGE.

London, Jan. 29—The News of the
World says that King George's advis-
ers have instituted eriminal libel ‘pro-
ceedings with the object of ending
the rumors which have been freely
circulated for years that His Majesty,
when Prince of Wales, was Morgan-
atically married to a daughter of an
admiral at Malta.

The defendant in the case is .Ed-
ward Mylius, who is said te be con-
neated with the paper, the Liberator,
published in Paris, which printed the
statements on which the libel charge
is based. Mpylius was arrested seme
weeks ago, committed for trial- and
sent to goal. Subsequently, he was
bailed in the amount of $100,000.

The case will be brought up on
Wedncsday next before Lord ('hlef
-Justice Alverstone and a special jufy.
According to a statement in the Lib-
erator, the defendant intends to pleéad
justification and subpoena the King
as a witness. The constitutional law,
hiowever, makes it impossible for Hiz
Majesty to give evidence in his own
courts.

Practically all the London papers
have stories on the intention of the
King's advisers to carry the cage to
the ccurts on a charge of criminal
libel. It is noteworthy that the Morn-
ing Fost made no reference to the al-
leged Morganic marriage. It Is unt-
derstood; that the proceedings in the
King's Nbel suit are taken undeér &
statute 600 years old.
