From decade to decade Bernhardt
continucd to play with great -liligence

to be the most promising young act-
ress of the century, and new varts fuill
of girlish fascination were written for
her in order to display her you:h "to
its fullest advantage.

As Bernhardt gradually
maturity she increased her activities
and visited other continents, wwnhg
great triumphs and playing ' ‘Aiglon”
in a manner which filled the greatest
club swingers and gymnasts of Am{.‘i-
¢1 with awe. She also took up lité ra-
ture, art, sculpture, playwrighting,
and writing beauty hints for: meivs-
papers as a means bf occupying h:r

When she became -a grandmol her
Berndhart began a series of farawcl
visits to America and other portiens
of the civilized world. . This was ne-
cessary, for her old .admirers were
rapidly passing away, and she was fot
one who could see them go withaut
bidding them goodbye.
