In accordance with Governmental in­
struction», the several companies, com­
posing the 30th Wellington Battalion, 
assembled, wtth their office», 4 Guelph 
this (Wednesday) forenoon to commence 
their sixteen days' annual drill. The 
following, âre the staff officers Lieut. 
OoLHlguibotham, Majors Clarke and J. 
A. McMillan, Adjutant : Armstrong ; Dr. 
Herod, Burgeon ; Dr. Tuck, Assistant 
Burgeon (now absent) ; Sergeant Major 
Gatnercole ; Acting Quartermaster, E. 
Harvey ; Chaplain, W. 8. Ball.

The Eramosa Company came into town 
early in the morning, and put up at El­
lis’s Hotel.

Partial Return to Specie Pay­
ment.—A Bill has passed the Senate of 
the United States, legalizing contracts 
expressly payable in coin. The effect of 
this, should it pass the Lower House, will 
be the partial repeal of the legal-tender 
law, and to make gold again, so far as 
parties may contract to do so, the medium 
of exchange and standard of payment. 
This is one mode of returning to specie 
payment, in so far as the people mgy vol­
untarily choose to do so, with regard to 
all future monetary transactions. It will 
have no unimportant bearing upon com­
mercial transactions between Canada and 
the United States ; and on that account 
Canadian dealers with the Americans can­
not but be anxious that the bill should 
pass the House of Representatives.

To tlte Editor of the Mercury.
