Soldiers patrol the streets today. The 
city is quiet.

Throughout yesterday afternoon there 
were ominous mutterings, which grew 
more pronounced as night approached. 
The authorities did everything in their 
power to quiet public feeling; never­
theless, an immense crowd gathered 
around the jail where Lo-uis Peck, the 
alleged negro criminal was confined, 
and soon the cry “Lynch the nigger!” 
was on every tongue.

Meanwhile the authorities had quiet­
ly removed Peck and another negro 
prisoner from the Jail and sent them 
to Cleveland in the custody of two de­
puty sheriffs. The mob, however, 
would not believe that the man had 
been taken away, and as the night wore 
on the fury of the rioters increased, 
eventually culminating in an assault 
shortly after midnight on the court 
house, and later on the city hall. Im­
mense charges of dynamite were placed 
•under the city and county buildings, 
and then to complete its work the mob 
applied the torch.

THE MAN THEY WANTED.
Cleveland, Ohio. Aug. 23.—Louis Peck, 

whose life the Akron mob so eagerly 
sought last night. Is locked up in the 
county jail in this city. He was brought 
here from Akron early last night by a 
deputy sheriff, together with William 
Howard, another negro, who has been 
a prisoner in the Akron jail, charged 
with some minor misdemeamor.

THOUSANDS OF SIGHT-SEERS.
Akron, Ohio, Aug. 23.—Thousands of 

people came here today to see the ruins 
of the buildings destroyed by the mob 
last night. The city hall had been 
totally wrecked by dynamite and fire. 
It is not likely there will be any fur­
ther trouble. Only flame-scarred walls 
remain of the city hall, and great heaps 
of ashes mark the site of Columbia 
Hall, which stood next to the city 
building.

Chief of Police Harrison Is reported 
insane over the awful events of last 
night.

Nine companies of the 4th Regiment 
arrived at 9:20 o’clock.

London, Aug. 29.—The foreign con­
suls at Shanghai not having receiv­
ed anything from Pekin later than 
Aug. 17, fear 'the Chinese troops are 
operating along the rear of the al­
lies, and cutting off their communica­
tion.

UPRISING AT HANKOW, 
is causing uneasiness.
