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GEN. HODGINS TELLS
HOW GOVT. HANDLES
THE GASUALTY LISTS

This Work of Militia Depart-
ment Is Under His
Hands.

When Brigadier-General W. E, Hod-
gins, Canadian adjutant-general, was in
London on Saturday to Inspect the
camp grounds for the overseas units of
Western Ontario, he gave an interesting
insight into the work of the casualty
pureau of the Militia Department, which
is directly under his command.

Work 24 Hours a Day.

“We have the system down to prac-
tical perfection now," said the general
“It i{s necessary for us to work 24 hours
a day in order that we can supply the
full lists of the wounded and killed, and
t is an arduous task.

“Generally speaking, the heavy cable
rush commences about 7 o'clock in the
evening and keeps up almost all night.

As you know, all casualties are an-
nounced to the relatives first, and 24
hours elapses before the names are
given out for publication. This is done
out of consideration for the relatives
of the dead and wounded soldiers, for
we do not want to expose them to the
shock of picking up a paper some
! morning and seeing their loved omnes
