BERLIN CLAIMS SINKING 
TWO BRITISH GUNBOATS

[Canadian Press.!
Berlin, Nov. 19.—Via London, 5:37 p.m.—Two British gunboats have 

been sunk in the Mediterranean, off the Egyptian coast, by a German sub­
marine. Official announcement to this effect was made by the admiralty to­
day.. A British auxiliary cruiser also was put out of action. The statement 
follows:

“A submarine on November 6, in Solium Harbor, destroyed by gunfire two 
Anglo-Egyptian gunboats, the 'Prince Abbas and the Abdul Menem, each of 
which was armed with two guns. The same submarine silenced with its 
lire an armed British merchant steamer and captured its gun.”

Naval records contain the names of two Egyptian gunboats, Abdel Mon- 
oym and Abbes, which probably arc t ie warships referred to in the German 
announcement: The Abdel Monaym, 598 tons, was built in 1902. The Abbas, 
298 tons, was built in 1891, and according to the latest naval records, was
armed with one 3-pounder.

London, Nov. 19.—A Reuter dispatch 

from Athens filed Thursday evening 
says: “According- to newspaper ad­
vices the situation of the Servians con­
tinues extremely dangerous. It Is feared 
the defence of Monastlr is uoomed to 
failure in view- of the Bulgarians' nu­
merical superiority.

“The main Servian forces are today 
in old Servia and principally at the 
Katchanik defile, where, apart from a 
small Servian retreat at the outset, a 
stubborn resistance has been offered, 
and is still under way.

“The situation of the "French troops is 
reported favorable, a-nd it is hoped the 
prompt arriva] of strong reinforcements 
which will make possible a general 
French attack may save the situation 
and compel the Bulgars to withdraw 
troops from other fronts.

“Denys Cochin, minister without port­
folio in the French cabinet, was re­
ceived today by King Constantine, the 
audience lasting nearly an hour. He 
will leave tomorrow morning for Salon- 
ikl.”

IS IT general retreat?
[Canadian Press.]

Paris. Nov. 19.—The Saloniki dispatch 
announcing the general retreat of the 
-Serbs on the southwestern front after 
the capture of Babuna Pass by the Bul­
gars is without official confirmation, 
says a Havas dispatch from Athens filed 
yesterday. The only fact established Is 
the evacuation of Prilep by the Serbs. 
The abandonment of Babuna aPss has 
been expected in Athens military cir­
cles for several days, as .it was not con­
sidered possible for the Serbs, notwith­
standing their heroic defence, to resist 
longer repeated Bulgarian attacks, espe­
cially as they threatened envelopment 
by a. movement from Tetovo and Kit- 
sevo. ,

Civilians Flee.
The Servians probably will retire to 

the heights between Prilep and Mon- 
astir, the inhabitants of which are tak­
ing refuge in Albanian and Greek ter­
ritory. Large numbers have arrived at 
Fiorina, Greece, but the more well-to-do 
are going to Saloniki.

The military governor of Monastir Is 
reported to have appointed a committee 
of notables to preserve order, but it Is 
feared it will not be possible to restrain 
the bands of Komitajis (irregulars!, in 
the environs of the city.

Serbs Outnumbered,
The berviar army is expected to re­

treat towards Albania. It is estimated 
there are lYO.OOO Servians in the Monastir 
region opposed to more than 50,000 Bul­
gars.

INDIANS MUTINY. SAYS 
REPORT FROM BERLIN

Refused to Advance Against Bagdad 
Because of Sacred Objects There.

religion, according to a Frankfurter 
Zeitung" dispatch from Constantinople, 
the Overseas New-s Agency says.

EXPORT OF STEEL 
MAY BE STOPPED

United States Unable to 
Secure Enough for New 

Battleships.
[Canadian Press.]

Washington, D. C„ Nov. 19.—Congress 
may be asked to place a temporary em­
bargo on exports of structural steel 
to the European belligerents in order to 
afford a sufficient supply of the metal 
for use In the construction of the two 
battleships, bids for which were opened 
at the navy department on Wednesday.

This plan is suggested as a result of 
the disclosure that neither of the new 
battleships can be laid down before next 
summer because of a lack of steel. The 
entire output of the American steel 
plants, it is said, has been taken by 
the warring nations.

Secretary of the Navy Daniels, who is 
deeply concerned over the fact, hints 
that unless steel plants could be induced 
to insure preference for Government 
orders. Congress may be urged to act.

New York, Nov. 19.—High gales, ac­

companied by rains, swept over New 
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania and the 
New England States today, seriously in­
terfering with telegrapnlc communica­
tion In many places, and endangering 
shipping along the coast.

The conditions in these states, termed 
“the most unusual in many years” by 
the weather bureau, were created by a 
heavy storm moving in a northwester­
ly direction up the coast, and another 
storm of almost equal intensity moving 
east and slightly north from the Ohio 
valley. The weather bureau thought 
the two storms would meet over the 
New England States or tze great lakes.

Shipping Leeks Shelter.
Heavy gales raged over the Atlantic 

from Jacksonville, Fla., to Eastport, 
Me., but storm warnings have been dis­
played since late yesterday, and with 
the exception of the Norwegian bark 
Killena, which was driven aground near 
Brunswick, Ga., it was thought coast­
wise shipping- had taken refuge before 
the storm reached its maximum. One 
or two westbound transatlantic liners 
were reported to have encountered the 
gales off the coast.

Virtually all shipping in New York 
was at a standstill. Ferryboats be­
tween New York gnd New Jersey were 
unable to run on regular schedules.

The high winds which drove through 
many cross-town streets bowled over a 
number of wagons and trucks. Several 
persons were injured, one probably fatal­
ly.

A squad of polica was detailed to as­
sist persons wishing to go between the 
Brooklyn Bridge, the Municipal Build­
ing, and the subway kiosks, as the wind 
was so strong in that district that a 
number of pedestrians were knocked 
clown, in some cases sustaining minor 
injuries.

London financial institutions will 
take a large block of the Canadian 
war loan, shortly to be offered to the 
public by Hon. W. T. White, minis­
ter of finance. It is expected that 
the total will reach almost $750,000. 
This is exclusive, of course, of the pri­
vate subscriptions of the large finan­
cial men of the city.

According to information which has 
| reached the city, the Huron & Erie 
j Loan Corporation will take $300,000, 
thl Ontario Loan & Debenture Com­
pany, $200.000, the Northern Life As­
surance Company, $105,000, and tho 
London Life Insura.nce Company 
$100,000. Some of these figures may 
be revised before the deals are actual­
ly closed, but the sums given above 
are approximately correct.

Companies Arranged Terms.
There have been conferences be­

tween representatives of the various 
companies, and Hon. Mr. Wrhite, rela­

tive to tho matter. The managers of 
the Canadian life insurance companies 
are meeting in Toronto this week, and 
a committee was named to take the 
matter up with the minister of finance. 
The question was discussed at some 
length, and the proportions and terms 
of each company’s subscription were 
decided upon. Both parties were sat­
isfied. Major McMurtry of tho North­
ern Life, and ex-AId. J. G. Richter of 
the London Life, were both present, 
and agreed to the terms.

None for City,
The city of London will not take 

any portion of the loan, according to 
officials at the city hall. Some cities 
will invest their sinking funds in the 
loan, but there is no money available 
In the city treasurer’s possession for 
such purposes. The city takes up its 
owm debentures with the sinking 
funds, a profitable method of invest­
ment.

Ail along the sector fie 
Germans seem to have been collecting 
m«T. and munitions, and the Allies' 
artillery has been as busily engaged 
hampering their movements.

From a late message whieh has just 
reached here, it woii'd seein that while 
the Germans were, preparing their coup 
ait one spot, the British, adopting wor­
rying tactics, suddenly descended upon 
them at another, and very heavy loss s 
have been inflicted upon the Germans.

Although it will be some time be­
fore any decision is made by the 
militia department at Ottawa in con­
nection with the 33rd Battalion, it 
would occasion no surprise in military 
circles here if the 33rd, as a battalion, 
ceases to exist before long.

It 
was a "sore touch" when the 34th Bat­
talion went overseas before the 33rd, 
and the fact that a detached company 
of the 71st, recruited months after the 
33rd, has also left before it, has added 
to the chagrin felt by the members of 
the battalion.

Authorization for an increase in the 
rate of subsistence allowance for all 
recruits joining overseas battalions 
was received by Col. L. W. Shannon ;

The extra money is 
forthcoming to allow recruits in the 
many- centres throughout Canada, now 
the billeting system has come into 
force, enough money to live respect­
ably on and pay their board and lodg­
ing and other necessary expenses they 
may incur.
