SENTENCES. DRCLARRD.

Reda Must Serve Three Years for
Using the Kuife, and Cum-
mings Six Months,

The Tatter Sentence Does Not Carry
Hard Labor—1I'he Assizes
Coneluded.

The prisoners found guilty at the just
concluded assizes yesterday morning re-
ceived their sentences, and before the
judges took their seats on the bench, the
crowd of spectators as usual indulged in
careless speculation as to what the dif-
ferent prisoners ‘‘ would get.” When
the Chief Justice and Mr. Justice Mec-
Coll were seated, Antonio Reda, con-
victed of unlawfully wounding, was
placed in the dock and asked if he had
anything to say why sentence should not
be pronounced on him.
Mr. Fell, who had defended Reda,
spoke for his client, urging that the
court should take a lenient view of the
case. Though Reda had perhaps taken
stronger measures than he shounld in
using the knife, he had not been the ag-
gressor, but had been defending himself
from the attack of the three other men.
The court too should remember that
Reda had already been in jail for seven
months, -
The Chief Justice in pronouncing sen-
tence said that it was perfectly true that
the jury had taken a lenient view of the
case, instead of bringing in a verdict for
a more- serious offence. Still it was
by the greatest good fortune that the
prisoner had not had to answer to a
charge of murder. The use of a knife to
settle a quarrel could not be too strong-
ly condemned, and called for the
maximum sentence allowed by the code,
three years in the penitentiary, the sen-
tence to date from the time the prisoner
was first arrested. Reda must also find
sureties in the sum of $1,000 to keep the
peace for two years or in default he must
be 1mprisoned for an additional year.
Thomas Cummings, found guilty of
attempting to murder Hallett Bailey,
was sentenced by Mr. Justice McColl.
For the prisoner, his counsel, Mr. H.
Dallas Helmcken, Q.C., reminded the
court that the jury had brought in a
recommendation to mercy. The prisoner
asked to express his extreme regret tfor
what had happened. At the time of the

med. The man coming back from a
E)Ong voyage had found his home vacant
and his wife gone, and this great provo-
cation had been the reason of his action.
Mr. Justice McColl in passing sen-
tence said he had given the subject a
great deal of anxious consideration.

The court was disposed to give full effect

The sentence would be six months
imprisonment without hard labor, and
Cummings must also give sureties in the
sum of $1,000 to keep the peace for two
years. g
Upon Jen Wing coming up for sen-
tence for stealing jewelry from Dr. Ver-
rinder’s house, the Chief Justice re-
quested Mr. McLean, the interpreter, to
say whether the promise held out to
the prisoner of not being prosecuted in
case he disclosed where the jewelry
was hidden, was before or after the
prisoner had discovered the place of the
jewelry to the police.

Mr. McLean replied that it was before
the discovery andp in answer to another
question stated that he had been em-
ployed to assist the police for Dr, Ver-
rinder and his promise was by his
authority.

The Chief Justice said that he could
not see how it _was that the man had
been prosecuted after the promise made

im.

Mr. A. G. Smith for the
crown explained that the crown had
not given anyone authority to hold
out such an inducement.

The Chief Justice replied that had it
not been for the prisoner’s discovering
the place of the jewelry there would
have been no evidence upon which he
could have been convicted. Faith must
be kept with the prisoner. Under
the circumstances he would allow
Jen Wing to go under suspended sen-
tence, to appear when ecalled upon.
Prisoner would be discharged upon giv-
ing sureties himself in $300 and suraties
in $150 each to appear for sentence when
called upon. Counsel for prisoner stated
that he could find the sureties.

This closed the assize and the court
forthwith adjourned.

ALK OF THE

Klondyke Immigration from Aus-
tralia and How Best to Han-
dle It,

The ‘ Warrimoo’s” Many Passen-
gers—Conclusion of the Collis-
ter Inquiry.

S— ——

The Western Australian miners, to-
gether with representatives from every
walk in life from New South Wales, Vie-
toria and New Zealand, are preparing to
start within the next three months for
the ice-bound gold fields of the Klon-
dyke. The rush from beyond the south-
ern geag will at the lowest possible esti-
mate number many thousands, and in
the ordinary course of events the outfit-
ting of tkis small army of Yukon-bound
immigrants should be an important
factor in the spring trade of this city and
Vancouver.

A shadow of doubt upon this being the
cage has, however, beéen cast by the
Australian managers of the Canadian-
Australagian line in their declarations
of intentions from headquariers at
Sydn:i. It was when the Warrimoo
arrived at this New South Wales port
on her last voyage from this city that the
announcement was made which is cal-
culated to make British Columbia mer-
chants apprehensive in regard to the
outfitting of the new arrivals from this
quarter, although the officials of the line
here seem inclined to discredit the .aun-
thenticity of the information. Upon
asking for information as to the pros-
pects of a rush to the new Canadian gold
ifields, a Sydney Morning Herald reporter
was informed at the offices of the line in
the New South Wales capital that:

‘' No indncements were at present be-
ing held out to inquirers, by the com-
pany’s officials, as it would be nothing
short of cruelty to encourage persons
at present to rush from Sydney
across to the Arctic gold ‘fields,
a8 they could not by any effort
they might put forth reach the gold-
fields in the frozen state of the country.

‘‘ A railway is now projected by the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company,”
continued the official quoted, ** which
will greatly facilitate the transport of
goods and people; and as soon as the
glace is accessible the steamers of the

anadian-Australasian line will probab-
ly run the infending miners up the
coast north of Vancouver (to Dyea or
Skagway) landing them at a . convenient
point from which to make the land or
river journey,”

That such an arrangement would ap-
pear very attraetive to those in Austral-
asia who have eontracted the Klondyke
fever cannot be denied. They will discoy-
er, nevertheless,thatitisneither practical
nor expedient. To retain their subsidy
the steamers must deliver the mails
promptly here and in Vancouver, while
1t is essential to the main business of
the road that freights be handled with
equal promptitude. Hence it is certain
that ronning “ direct ” to Dyea, Skag-
way or the Stickeen is out of the ques-
tion.

It would, too, be the adverse of ad-
yantageous for the immigrants to outfit
elsewhere than in Victoria, where they
have the advantage,of intelligent. selec-
tion based upon extended experience
and intimate knowledge of: the require-
ments of.the country to be invaded.
Australian merchants cannot be expected
to grasp the necessities of a peculiarly
conditioned section such as the
pper Yukon district, as radi-
cally different from their own
as night from day. Even should
the steamship company carry out the
plan outlined by their Sydney represen-
tatives, the wise ones among the im-
migrants will insist upon being landed
here in the first place, to proceed North
by any of the frequent coasters after
outfitting intelligently and in the best
equipped market.

To impress this fact upon the public
mind is part of the plan of a party of
three passengers who sailed for Sydney
by the Warrimoo yesterday. They are
Mesers. H. O. Galloway, C. Lean and E.
Davis, who propose touring the Aus-
tralasian colonies under the auspices of
the British Columbia Board of Trade,
delivering an illustrated lecture upon
the Yukon gold fields and the routes
leading thither, emphasizing Victoria’s
superior advantages as an outfitting
point, and diseeminating printed infor-
mation bearing upon the questions of
outfitting and transportation facilities.

They have as fellow passengers for the
voyage Messrs. D. and E. Long and
Mrs. 8. Long from this city, who are
bound for Sydney; Mr. and Mrs. A. W.
rockett of Boston, who also took pas-
sage here, and intend making their
home in Sydney; Mr. F. K. Winch of
Nanaimo, who is going to Honolulu;
Mr. A, Sperry, who arrived from Port-
land, Ore., yesterday, and is on his way
to Wellington, N.Z.; Mr. 8. W. Ander-
son, also of Portland,:and bound for
Sydney; Mr. 8. Zupplin, of Victoria,
who is returning to Hawaii, his native
land; Mr. C. W. Crawford, another Vic-
torian disembarking at the Hawaiian
capital; Mrs, L. M. Hemans, of Seattle,
for Honolulu; - four Chinese house-
servants from this city, engaged by the
Governor of Suva through his -friend
Admiral Palliser; Messrs. J. H. and J.
J. Smath, of Victoria, en route to New
South Wales; Mr. G. R. Dods, of this
city, who is travelling to Hawaii for his
health; Mr. W. Lindsay, an oil expert
of Petrolia, Ont., for Sydney; and Mr.
T. Luscombe, ior many years gardener
at Government House, who purposes
enjoying & year’s holiday in and about
Sydney.

Minister Sifton while here, he feels
certain that the Kaslo custom house
will be developed into a port of entry,
practically at once. As soon as Minister
Sifton returns to Ottawa he will press
the matter upon the ' attention of the
minister of customs and the change will
doubtless be made, probably within the
present month,

Kaslo enstom house last year
cleared $1,600,000 worth of ore, and for
the four months already gast of the pre-
sent fiscal year has already cleared over
$1,100,000 worth, or at the rate of over
$3,000,000 per year for this year if the
same ratio is kept up. All of thisisin
the public records and official documents
credited to the port of Nelson. After
this the Kaslo custom house will be
likely to receive public credit for ship-
ments made through here.—Kaslo News.

KASLO’S SILVER MINES.

Properties in the Slocan District by
a Victoria Company.

After a four months’ sojourn in Kaslo,
Mr. A.J. McLellan is again in town for
the winter months. Mr. McLellan has
been superintending the work of devel-
oping the Kimberly mine, in which he,
with several prominent Victorians, is in-
terested, about nine miles from Kaslo
City. He has now discontinued work
on account of the depth of snow—five
feet—making the labor of packing in pro-
visions much more costly than the na-
ture of the ore being taken out would
warrant. About 360 feet of tunnel work
has been done on two levels, No. 1, or
that situated some distance up the
mountain side, having been driven 120
feet, while the lower level, or No. 2, is
now in 150 feet. In addition to these
there is a short tunnel about midway
between the two main workings, and all
these are in ore, although it will be about
100 feet further in before solid ore is en-
countered. That being taken out at
present, which is a concentrating ore, is
being piled on the dump awaiting trans-
portation facilities before being treated.
The average assays run 65 ounces in sil-
ver and 70 per cent. of lead. The Mon-
tezuma company, in the same neighbor-
hood, have expended about $50,000 on
reduction works and a tramway, and at
the time of Mr. McLellan’s departure it
was expected that both would be in op-
eration by December 1.

‘‘ There is no movement at all in real
estate,’” continued Mr. McLellan, *‘as
owing to the very unstable condition of
silver business men do not feel inelin>d
to invest in that- line, although with
most of the mines at present being work-
ed about Kaslo the lead contained in the
ore pays for the treatment so that what-
ever silver there \is is all clear gain,
With silver at 50 cents there is an im.
‘menee fortune in every mine in that
vicinity, In fact, if it were not for the
duty charged on lead shipped into the
United States, it would pay to work
some of the mines as lead mines alone,
Our only available market of this metal
at present is across the line, and 2 cents
a pound is practically prohibitive, If
we had reduction works in British Col-
umbia that could handle lead ores, there
ought to be a big thing in it, for a large
business in this%ine could be done witk
China and Japan as well as with Eastern
Canada.

*‘ At present all the mines about Kaslo
are raw hiding ores to the railway, and
it is astonishing to note the immense
increase in the shipments of ore within
the past few weeks. Among these
shipping mines may be mentioned the
Ruth, Payne, Whitewater, Slocan Star
and Reco, all of which' are ship ing
