The chairman urged the licensing second-
hand stores.

One man in the court of
revision hed sworn that aithough _be
carried a largé stock he did mot own a
cent’s worth of it, and was exempted on
that account. The ocity solicitor had
deemed it - highly advisable to have this
matter rectified, and the committee gen-
erally wers favorable to such a course.

Four regiments have already
started up the Irrawaddy river on steamers,
The Irrawaddy, the moet heavily armed
vessbl in the navy for her draft—5% feet—
proceeded in advance and will go up the
river as far as Bhams, She takes up some
to?odou and a large supply of gun-cotton
and the mnecessary appliances for the
removal of obstructions in the bed
of the river, She is accompanied
by two armed launches., The navigation
of she Irrawaddy river is very difficult,
owing to constant changes in the channel
and vessels runniog between Rangoon sand
Mandalay change their pilots seventeen
times. There are sixty-four river pilots,
most of whom are Chittagongians and can
be relied on to aid the expedition, The
king, however, has removed $he pilots from
the Upper Irrawaday.
