BANDIXQ BACK THE GOLD.

The License Commissioners Handing 
Over *80,000.

The license commissioners were to have met 
yesterday afternoon, but the chairman’s absence 
from the city prevented a quorum and conse­
quently the transaction of any business. Chief 
Inspector Dexter is being kept busy refunding 
the $100 overcharge to the liquor dealers. There 
are 150 hotelkeepers and 50 shopkeepers to re­
ceive the rebate, and this will entail on the 
part of the Government and the city a 
refund of ndt less than $20.000. Mr. Dexter said 
that only one-half had as yet received the money, 
and none would have been given the amount 
claimed had there not been a special arrangement 
with the city authorities. Mr. Dexter refused to 
state the nature of the agreement referred to, 
and on City Treasurer Coady being questioned he 
professed entire ignorance that any such negoti­
ations had taken place.
