The New York Herald warns those
who contemplate going to the coun-
try for the holidays to be careful to
select a healthful neighborhood.

Hereafter, according to a reso-
lution adopted by the Episcopal dio-
cesan convention of Michigan appli-
canhtg. for marriage by Episcopal
clergymen will be requested to show
a clean bill of health before the cere-
mony will be performed. The con-
vention also provided that the mar-
riage banns must be published at least
three days before the wedding. The
determination to demand clean health
of all persons wishing to marry was
the most important business transact-
ed by the convention. It marks the
determination of Episcopalians to
back up the campaign for cleaner
moral and hygienic conditions with
something more tangible than ser-
mons.

A project to build a great peace
memorial in Detroit or its environs
to commemorate the hundred years
of peace that has existed between
the British Empire and the United
States along this frontier took defin-
ite form at the banquet tendered by
the leading citizens of Detroit
Saturday night to the peace com-
missioners from England. The
memorial will possibly take the form
of & monument on Belle Isle to be
built by appropriations from the
governments of Canada and the
United States. In addition to this,
twin water gates may be built on
opposite sides of the Detroit river.
The fact that Detroit was so- fre-
quently the scene of hostilities dur-
ing the last war with Great Britain
makes this the point where one of
the most elaborate memorials will
be erecteq.
