last. The suceess which attended that ex-|
hibitian prompted the exhibitors and many
others to make a similar show, in this city
of the coming World’s Fair. Fourteen
car-loads of fruit were sent. Over half a
million oranges, 100,000 lemons 200,000
tangerines, 20,000 culla lillies, 20,000 palm
leaves, 10,000 pampas plumes, several car-
loads of flowers, tropical plants and trees
are used in the decorations. Here isshown
an orange larger than any pumpkin ever
grown in the Annapolis Valley, larger than
any two men could span with their arms.
Let not that statement cause you to doubt ;
wait till I tell you where and how it grew.
First, a large wooden ball is made and fixed
upon a stand in the *¢ Exposition Building,”
where this carnival is held. Into the ball
a tack is driven, to which are fastened two
fine wi Close to the tack is laid an or-
ange, over which the wires are pa: ed and
fastened to the ball with another tack, and

on until the whole ball' is ccvered with
the golden fruit. The wires and tacks
hold the fruit firmly in place. In making
this 106 bhxes §f large navel oranges were
used, 120 to ¥ box, or 12,720 in all. After
this manner, and in other ways, there were
built, of the varied citrous fruits, pyra-
mids, arches, towers, mosques, pagodas,
obelisks, &c., some of them over 40 feet
high and very tastefully made. In this
way also were represented the Court House
and grounds of Los Angeles, the street-cars

of Ontario, the great Bear Valley dam—one

of the many reservoirs that holds water for

irrigation during the dry term, the curb,
sweep, and *“ old oaken bucket that hung
in the well,” Cleopatra’s needle, and other
structures. The San Diego Bay, 13 miles
long and 3 miles wide, a grand safe har-
bor, represented by a miniature lake, bear-
ing miniature ships, loaded with real fruit,
en voyage for market. Elevations and de-
pressions in the stands, covered with or-
anges and lemons in variety, shaddocks,
pomelos, citrons and limes, ingeniou
arranged, show the surroundings of this
beautiful Bay. Intermingling these fruits,
the large Mediterranean sweets, navel
and Dblood oranges, the small tangerines,
and smaller manderines, with their varied
colors, very pleasing designs and effects are
produced.

94 Assassinations.

New Orleans, May 15.—A committee of
fifty citizens, appointed by the mayo» in
October. just after the assassination of Chief
of Police Hennessey to investigate the ex-
istence of the Mafia and other oath bound
societies of assassinatiou, and devise some
means of destroying them, have reported
that they discovered that 94 assassinations
by Italians or Sicilians had preceded the
murder of the chief, the accused in each
case escaping for lack of evidence. The re-
port goes on at considerable length to show
the existence here of the Mafia, which for
wany years had terrorized the Italian pop-
ulation of this city. A sub-committee
called upon the Italian consul and assured
him the purpose of that body was to legally
rid the community of criminals and to give
greater security to life and property to all
its citizens of whatever nationality. The
consul stated he was satisfied of this and
was ready to co-operate to this end, and he
would immediately prepare and send the
committee a report, containing all the in-
formation in his possession. e stated he
was convinced of the existence of the Mafia
in this city. But the written information
promised the committee never cawme, the
consul later stating that he did not feel
warranted in giving us the promised infor-
mation. As remedies against the existing
condition of things the committee suggest
the regulation o? immigration, reform in
criminal laws and in the administration of
crimina, , & law recognizing the exis-
tence of the bar association, and endowing
it with full power to try and disbar any
attorney whose evil practices render him
unworthy of being an officer of the court.
The only radical remedy which suggested
itself to us is the entire prohibition of em-
migration from Sicily and Lower Italy.
These are undesirable citizens and there is
no reason why they should be permitted to
participate in the blessing of a freedom and
civilization which they are unable to ap-
preciate, but which they refuse to under-
stand or to ept. The committee, in con-
clusion, submits suggestions regarding the
jury system, and advises that the legisla-
ture be petitioned to amend criminal laws
to meet the requirements pointed out.

Rome, May 15.—In the chamber of
deputies yesterday Signor Quintieri
kunowledging the legality of Rudinis ac
in the New Orleans matter, advised drop-
ping the affair. Signor Caraletto regretted
the diplomatic rupture and begged Rudini
to use every endeavour to settle the dispute.
Rudini said the affair was essentially judical
and ought to be converted into one of nati-
