The Nova Scotia Game Act, 1896,
Thiswill be the title of the Act passed at the
late session of the Legislature, that amends
and consolidates all Acts for the Preserva-
tion of Game in this Province.

The changes were mostly recommended by
the Game Society of the Province, though
the opinions of individual and well posted
sportsmen in different parts of Nova Scotia
have also had considerable weight in fram-
ing the present Act.
The animals included under the word
““Game,” at the suggestion of a Truro sports-
man, has been somewhat changed, and cer-
tain harmless animals that were not protect-
ed at any season, will hereafter be consid-
ered ‘‘Game,” while others have been re-
moved from the “Game” class, and hence
can be destroyed atany time. The harmless
musquash is now ‘‘ Game ” while the fish des-
troyingotteristaken from *“Game” class,and,
with skunks, woodchucks and weasles, is ad-
ded to the list that quite properly should
haﬂve no protection from the sportsman’s
rifle.
The open season for moose, male or female,
commences September 15th; a close season
is established in Cape Breton, for three
years. The carcass of a moose or caribou
exposed for sale in Halifax, or any incorpor-
ated town in the Province, must have to-
gether with the meat exposed for sale, the
neck and fore legs of the animals.
Woodcock, snipe, blue winged ducks, teal,
wood ducks, etc., in Cape Breton, can
shot from Aug. 20th to the 1st day of the
following March; and in Nova Scotia from
Sept. 1st, to March 1st.
A section has been added to the Act com-
pelling the Game Society to file annually in
the office of the Provincial Secretary, a de-
tailed report of all moneys received and dis-
bursed by them, of all fines paid, and the dis-
tribution of the moneys arising from such
fines, of names of special agents and amounts
peid the same, etc., etc, This report is not
necessarily for publication, but it is to be
placed in a Government office, where it will
be open for inspection by any interested.
The penalties for the violation of the At
are similar to what existed heretofore.
Any foreigner who pays taxes on property
he may own in the province amounting to
$20.00 annually, can shoot without any
charge for license.

Nova Scotia Fruit.

London Canadian Gaxette: Nova Scotia
has enjoyed what the president of its Fruit
Growers’ association calls *‘ another success-
ful year in this important and profitable
industry.” From sales of fruit and berries
together the growers of the province will
pocket over a million dollars. Yet no one
can doubt that Nova Scotia is as yet at the
threshold of her development in fruit farm-
ing. Her capacities are beyond dispute, so
also is the certainty of a market for her pro-
duce. Despite a 20 per cent. duty, she
marketed 50,800 barrels of apples in the
United States at prices ranging from 25 to 50
per cent. above those obtained for United
States fruits. In England, too, Nova Sco-
tian apples head the list of imported fruits
on the score of quality. The openings are
sbundant, and success is pretty well assured
to those who understand their business and
will stick to it. An excellent chance, this,
for young Englishmen with pluck and some
capital.

To the Edilor of the Monitor:

Mr. James J. Ritchie in his reply to my
letter has changed his position from that as-
sumed by him at the meeting in Bridgetown.
At the meeting Mr. Ritchie took the ground
that the %overnment was compelled to pass
remedial legislation, in other words, force
separate schools upon_Manitoba. I asked
the question if there were anything in the B.
N. A. Act (that Act being our constitusion)
to compel the government to pass remedial
legislation. r. Ritchie having the closing
speech gnve as answer to the question, that
he could not find anything in the B. N. A.
Act on this questi cause Manitoba was
not at the time in the Union. That was Mr.
Ritchie’s position at the meeting. In his
letter in your last issue he admits that,
speaking generally, the provisions of the B.
I‘!. A. Act do apply to Manitoba. He fur-
ther assumes that I contended that this ed-
ucational question depends wholly upon sec.
93 of the B. N. A. Act and not on sec. 22
Manitoba Act. I made no such contention.
What I contended for, and do still contenq,
is that the rights of the minority of Mani-
toba are assured as much under sec. 93 of
the B. N. A. Act as under the Manitoba Act,
though I am free to admit that the latter
act is the governing act. Mr. Ritchie con-
tended differently and asserts that the right
of the Manitoba minority is secured only by
the Manitoba Act. Unfortunately for Mr.
Ritchie in this contention he is not in accord
with Sir Charles Tupper or the Minister of
Justice. In moving the second reading of
the remedial bill, hear what Sir Charles said.
The italics are mine.

“1f it can be shown that any right enjoyed
by any province at the time it entered confede-
ration has been infringed upon, if it be shown
that the privileges that were enjoyed . . . have
been interfered with or removed, the moment
that took place, under the imperial act of con-
Jedration (the B. N. A. Act), under the law as
it stood upon the statute book, the right is
transferred ipso facto from the local legisla-
ture. . . . And, holding that under the circum-
stances the moment it can be shown that the
provincial Jegislatures have invaded that right
and u the power entrusted to them contrary
to the spirit of the act of the Union, the Impe-
rial Aot of 1867, and to the law under which
Manitoba came into the Union.”

So much for Sir Charles Tupg;r in. his
recognition of the force of the B. N. A. Act
in this question. I find that the Minister of
Justice is equally emphatic with him on this
point, though I must say that he conflicts
with Mr. Ritchie’s opinion, as given_ at the
meeting. Hear the Minister of Justice:

“I think it would be better if I discussed this

uestion from a point of view from which, I
think, it has not yet received sufficient atten-
tion in this debate, and that is the drier, the
merely legal aspect of the question at issue. I
may say, sir, at the outset, that in order to un-
derstand the Confederation act and the Mani-
toba Act on the subject of education . .. I do
not think the people of this country can have it
too strongly urged upon them that these edu-
cational sections of the British North America
Act are protestant in their origin, . . . that the
attention of the country should be directed to
the historical origin of the troublesome provisi-
ons in the B. N. A. Act. There is one point, I
think, nobody will dispute from a constitutional
point of view, and that is that the B. N. A. Act
and the Manitoba Act recognized the right of a
minority as such. . . . Separate schools are not
agreeable to me; but the question of whether
E‘ublic schools are regummm, to Catholics or not

a question settled by the charter under which
we live. It is a question settled by the B. N, A.
Act for all time.”

And again:

1 say that the protestants of Quebec are de-
pendinﬁ to-day, so far as the legal support of
their schools are concerned, ku the verysame
power that the catholics of Manitoba are now
invoking to save their schools.”

And another:

“ The fact of the matter is that no argument
of that kind can based, except on this as-
sumption, that the B. N. A. Act in this respect
was a mistake, and that these sections about
education should never have been passed.”

One more extract:

“The question now before the house is whe-
ther the educational sections of the Confedera-
tion Act are ever to be carried out. 1 do hope
that this house will speak in a way that will
prevent such a controversy being raised again.”

These extracts will, T think, bear me out,
that both Sir Charles Tupper and the Minis-
ter of Justice invoked and appealed to the
B. N. A. Act on this school question.

Let me pin Mr. Ritchie down to the con-
troversy between us, as there is some danger
of losing sight of it, in the legal dust he has
tried to raise in making his escape from the
position taken by him at the Bridgetown
meeting. He contended at that meeting,
that only the Manitoba Act was to be con-
sidered in this question, and that sect. 93 of
B. N. A. Act had nothiog to do with it, be
cause that Manitoba was not then in the
Union.

In his letter to you Mr. Ritchie recedes
somewhat from this position, and admits
that, generally speaking, the provisions of
the B. N. A. Act do apply to Manitoba. I
have shown by these extracts that Mr.
Ritchie’s contention is in direct conflict with
Sir Charles Tupper and the Minister of Jus-
tice. It only remains now to refer to the
decision of the Privy Council. I admit that
the Krivy Council did rule that section 22 of
the Manitoba Act is the governing section,
but Mr Ritchie wounld lead us to believe
that the Privy Council decided that the B.
N. A. Act had nothing to do with the ques-
tion. Ido not so read the decision. The
Lord Chancellor in the opening part of the
decision says:

*‘It cannot be questioned, therefore, that sec.
93 of the B. N. A, Act (save such parts of it as
are specially applicable to some only of the pro
visions of which the Dominion was in 1870 com-

sed) is made applicable to the Province of
Manitoba, except in so far as it is varied by the
Manitoba Act.”

Comparing the two acts and referring to
sec. 93, and noting its identity with sec. 22
of the Manitoba Act, he says:

“It is, of course, legitimate to consider the
terms of the earlier act, and to take advantage
of any assistance they may afford in the con-
struction of enactment with which they so
closely correspond and which have been substi-
tuted for them.”

All the decision amounts to as respects the
two statutes is, that it is unnecessary to re-
fer to the arguments derived from the ear-
lier statute because they are embraced with-
in the later enactment.

But what does it matter, any way? Is
there anything, even in the statute of Man-
itoba, which compels the government to pass
this remedial bill. Mr. Ritchie eays there
is, and at the meeting the whole burden of
Mr. Ritchie’s address was that the constitu-
tion obliged the government to pass the re-
medial bill. With this contention I dis-
agreed, and bhere again I fiad that Mr. Rit-
chie is in conflict with the Minister of Jus-
tice. Mr. Ritchie claims thav parliament
was legally bound to pass the bill. That
there was a solemn compact which they
should keep, and so on. Here is what the
Minister of Justice says on this point:

“Now, [ have no doubt at all, as a lawyer,
that this house has ample discretion to act or
not to act. I have not the slightest doubt that
this house is perfectly competent to reject this
bill and to refuse absolutely to interfere at all
in the affairs of Manitoba.”

On this purely legal question I hope Mr.
Ritchie will excuse me for thinking that the
Minister of Justice is right. Mr. Ritchie
rests his contention that the word ‘‘may”
in this question should read as ‘‘shall” on
one case. I presume he could have cited
others, but for obvious reasons I assume he
has cited the very strongest he could find.
I should hardly contend, and I think few
lawyers would do so, that an authority for
the coutention that parliament is botind to
act, is to be found in a case which relates to
the question as to whether a constable is to
be reimbursed for moneys he has expended
in the execution of his duties. If the case
cited be an authori v on this point, then it
is & pity that the Minister of Justice did
not know of its existence, as it might have
changed the whole tenor of his legal argu-
ment before the House. But I find that he
did, at least, understand the principle govern-
ing the case cited by Mr. Ritchie, for, after
declaring in the most emphatic terms that
parliameat was not legally bound to act in
this remedial measure, he continues: —

“ Nothing can be clearer than this, that if this
legislation dealt with magistrates, courts of
law, or any public functionary whatever sub-
Jject to law, that word “ may ” in sec. 3 would
mean ‘‘shall,” and we would be so obliged to
use it.”

I must conclude, however, from the above
that the Minister of Justice did know of this
very case, and that he did not cite it be-
cause it was not, in his opinion, an author-
ity governing this case.

Ainin, I hope Mr. Ritchie will excuse me
for thinking thut the Minister of Justice is
right on this purely legal question.

The case cited by Mr. Ritchie is the ex-
ception. I will cite one which contains the
ruie; —

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To Wipe Out Christianity.,

MASSACRES IN TURKEY A RELIGIOUS WAR ON
A DEFENCELESS PEOPLE.

London, March 11.—The Daily News, in
an article upon the situation in Armenia,
dilates upon the pitiable state of the hundred
thousand Armenians who are in a starving
condition, and are solely dependent for the
necessaries of life upon the charity of the
British and American public. Oce distriet
alone, the News says, absorbed £16,000 of the
£30,000 remitted to Sir Philip Curril, the
British Ambassador to Turkey, for the re-
lief of the suffering Armenians.

The News also announces that it is the in-
tention of the Anglo Armenian Society to
approach Mr, Gladstone with a proposition
that a deputation be appointed to wait upon
Lord Salisbury and urge upon him the es-
tablishment of a national relief fund under
Government patronage

Constantinople, March 11.— Rev. Mr.
Christie, an American missionary stationed
at Tarsus, will superintend the distribution
of relief to the Zeitoun refugees.

The following information has been re-
ceived by the Armenian Relief Association
from Constantinople:

It has been proved beyond a doubt that
the massacres in the Eastern provinces of the
Tarkish Empire are a religious war upon an
unarmed and defenceless people, undertaken
with the definite purpose of extirpating the
Christian religion, and carried through re-
lentlessly to this object, and that in the
uoderstanding of the mass of the Mohamme-
dan population of several of the provinces,
Christianity is prohibited in the Empire, and
Mohammedanism has proved that it can do
its will unmolested by any force from outside
of the Empire. It is from this point of view
that the horror of prohibiting the succor of
Christians in the provinces of Harpoot and
Aleppo has been added to the awful crime of
murder and outrage upon women.

The following facts are now given in ad-
dition to what has already been established
respecting the forced conversions of the
broken and ruined people:

At Chounkoush, in the province of Diar-
hekir, there were 6,000 Armenian Christians.
Eight hundred and eighty were butchered,
and the remainder were forced to accept
Mohammedanism at the edge of the sword.

Out of a total Christian population of 2,400
at Palu, in the same province, only 300 were
left on Dec. 10, and they were on the point
of perishing with hunger. The distribution
of bread by the Government consists of the
filling of several baskets with pieces of bread
and emptying the baskets into the street for
the people to scramble for the bread. This
gives as much pleasure to the Moslem on
lookers as the feeding of the wild animals at
the Zoo.

At Severek, in the province of Diarbekir,
out of a Christian population of 2,900 vearly
all of the males, in all 750 persons, were
killed. This left the authorities free to re-
gard all the women and children as Moslems,
and they have distributed them among the
Mohammedan populace to be taken into their
houses. ™~

At Ourfa, in the province of Aleppo, 1,500
Armenians were killed.

At Albistan, in the same province, after
the massacre began the people were over-
persuaded by Lﬁe assurance that all the
Christians in the Empire were being killed,
and nearly the whole Christian population
accepted Mohammedanism on this represen-
tation,

At Adiaman, in the province of Harpoot,
on the other hand, the same story was used
without effect, and out of the Christain popu-
lation of 800, only 20 were left alive.

At Arabkir, in the province of Harpoot, a
six days’ massacre resulted in the death of
4,000 Christians and the destruction of 2,750
houses.

At Tadoum, in the same province, out of
1,800 Armenians, 270 were killed. The sur-
vivors escaped only by accepting Moham-
medanism. Two Armenian priests were
killed, one after shameful mutilation.

Of the outrages on women there is no use
in trying to keepaccount. They are univer-
sal and hardly attract attention. At Ta-
doum, a Turkish notable was selling Chris-
tian women to Turks and Kurds in exchange
for horses and donkeys, as long as a month
after the massacre. He also kept a certain
number of Christian women whom he pre-
sented for the night to any police or soldiers
who passed through the village on their
rounds.
ported from other places also.

There is no advantage in multiplying these
details. In the provinces of Harpoot and
Diarbekir alone over 8,000 Armenian houses
have been burned, and more than 15,000
Christians are known to have been killed,
while every days adds to the list. Fifty or
more Armenian ecclesiastics are known to
have been killed for refusing to accept
Mohammedanism, and the list of martyrs
among the Protestant pastors has now risen
to seventeen.
