Temperance Legislation,

Ottawa, May 10.—The committee of mem-
bers favorable to the cause of prohibition,
which has been charged by the Dominion
Alliance with the preparation of a resolution
to be laid before parliament to gain the sanc-
tion of that body to whatever recognition
may be gained for the result of the recent
plebiscite, has fixed upon the following,
which will be moved by Mr. Flint, seconded
by Mr. Bell (P.E.L), on the earliest oppor-
tunity :—

Whereas, it is desirable that legislation
should be enacted having in view the farther
reatriction of the liquor traffic in Canada,
and that such legislation should be uniform
in all the provinces and territories of the
Dominion ;

Therefore, resolved that in the opinion of
~this House it is expedient to enact :

(1) That subject, and except as hereinafter
meationed, the sale of intoxicating liquors
in every provihce and territory ofg Canada
should be prohibited.

(2) That the act prohibiting such sale
should not come into force in any province
or territory unless and until a majority of
the qualified electors therein, voting at an
election shall have voted in favor of such act.

(3) That upon such vote in favor of said
act being duly certified to the governor in-
council, such act shall be brought into force
in said province or territory, and shall remain
in force therein for four years and thereafter
until the same shall have been repealed in
such province or territory. Such repeal
shall not take effect therein until a majority
of the qualified electors of such province or
territory voting at an election shall have
voted for the repeal thereof, the proceedings
for such repeal to be similar in all respects
to those for bringing the act into force.

(4) That in order to avoid unnecessary ex-
pense and to secure the largest possible vote,
the voting provided for in the said act shall
take place at a general federal election,

(5) That this act shall, in coming into force,
suspend the operation of the Canada Tem-
perance Act in any part of the province or
territory where the same may be in force at
the time, and such suepension shall continue
80 long as this act is in force in such province
or territory.

(6) That while the said act is in force in
any province or territory, the sale of such
liquors may be permitted for medicine or
sacr@mental purposes, or for bona fide use in
any art, trade, or mannfacture ; such sale to
be made by vendors appointed for such pur-
pose, and to be subject to such regulations
as will procure the due observance of the act.
(7) That while said act is in force in any
province or territory, no brewer or distiller
therein shall be permitted to sell his produets
except to vendors for the purposes of the said
act or for export from the said province or
territory to some place beyond the same
where the said act is not in force, such
manufacture, sale and export to be subject
to stringent regulhtione.

(8) That while the said act ie in force in
any province or territory, no such liquors
shall be permitted to be brought into such
province or territory from any other province
or territory in Canada or from abroad, ex-
cept for eale for the purposes of the said act,
such importation and sale to be subject to
such conditions and restrictions as will ensure
the due observance of the act.

(9) That due provision be mada in said act
for the enforcement of the same and for the
proper application of all fines and penalties
imposed thereby.

ONE VERSION OF WHY THE NEGOTIATIONS

FAILED.

Washington, D. C., May 12.—The state-
ments of the press of London and Canada
respecting the reasons for the recent failure
of the negotiations with Canada have occas-
ioned much surprise in the cfficial world of
Washington. Those statements assume that
the Canadians made all the offers of con-
cessions, the Unpited States commissioners
standing by existing conditions. The facts,
as understood here, are directly contrary to
that view. There are certain facts tending
to contradict the statements of the British
press, which the Associated Press is now
able to make known for the first time.
Take the question of trade with Canada,
for example. It is positively known that
the Americans offered absolutely free trade
in mineral products, an enlargement of the
free list of forest products, an important
concession of duty on lumber, and on most
agricultural products. It is also known
that they offered liberal terms for the ad-
jastment of the Behring Sea sealing question
and offered an amicable method for the ad-
justment of the boundary question, yielded
to Canada’s views in respect to alien labor
and to the lake fisheries, and offered recip-
rocal mining privileges. Indeed, if the opin-
ion in well informed circles here is well
founded, nearly every offer or concession
proceeded from the eide of the United States,
the Canadians, as a rule, declining to commit
themselves to any distinct proposition on the
foregoing topics, the Alaskan boundary ex-
cepted. In fact, it is believed here that
the distinet offer of concessions for a settle-
ment came almost wholly from the United
States commissioners.

Counterfeit Dominion Bills.

Montreal Witness.

There is every reason to believe that coun-
terfeiters are causing a coneiderablenumber of
spurious one dollar Dominion bank notes to
be circulated in and about Montreal. At
least five of the leading banks have received
such.

The notes are of the Princess Louise issue,
and bear the date of Montreal, June 1, 1878.
They are printed on paper that bears all the
appearance of having undergone considerable
usage, and the ink in most cases is faded in
proportion. The paper is thin, and, to
trained fingers, feels somewhat coarse ; that
soft, silky texture of the genuine note is
wanting. The picture of the Princess Louise
is badly executed, the profile being made up
of almost straight lines, and prezenting a
foreshortened appearance.

The numbering of the notes is faulty, as
in some the ink which is blue is of too
bright a hue and does not present that faded
appearance which would correspond with
the rest of the note.

American Council of the United States has
issued a proclamation calling upon the color-
ed people of this country to set apart Friday,
June 2, as a day of fasting and prayer, and
has called upon all colored ministers to devote
the sunrise hour of the following Sunday,
June 4, to special exercises in order that
““God, the Father of mercies, may take our
deplorable case in his own hands, and that
if vengeance is to be meted out let God him-
self repay.”

Open Door in the Soudan.

Cairo, May 13.—Early in September,
when the railway to Khartoum will be com-
pleted, General Lord Kitchener, Sirdar of
the Egyptian army, and governor of the
Soudan, will open the Soudan to traders and
others without restriction. Foreign goods
will be admitted duty free, bufya small regis-
tration fee will be levied at "Wady Halfa.

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A MARCH TRIP

AT A MEMORABLE SESSION OF A JAMAICA
LEGISLATURE.

HOW MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT ARE MADE
AND TAXATION LAWS ARE SECURED
IN THIS CROWN COLONY,

( Continued. )

One of our friends in the importing trade
of Kingston is very much exercised over the
political mancevares of the rulers of this
colony just now. Today, March 2lst, the
Governor prorogued the legislative council,
the Jamaica house of parliament. It is
summoned to meet again tomarrow at 2 p. m.
Interesting developments are looked for at
this coming session, and it is expected that
the Governor is about to adopt measures to
defy the will of the people’s representatives
in some very important matters regarding
the revenues of the colony. Our friend
wishes us to attend this meeting, and volun-
teers to secure us a place among the specta-
tors, though a crowd is looked for, as it is
the talk everywhere, and business is almost
suspended for the moment.

When on our first visit to Port Antonia,
the other day, we heard the Jamaica tariff,
and a proposed new tariff law, much talked
of by the business men of the town. In this
connection the financial position of the ie-
land and the recent actions of the home
government in regard thereto, came in for a
share of attention. It seems that the finan
cial affairs of the colony have been, not only
in a strained condition, but the accounts
were not inteligible. Recently Sir David
Barbour, an experienced accountant, an
adept in revenue matters, was given the ac
counts to investigate, straighten out, and
propose a scheme for futureguidance, Know-
ledge cf an alarming state of the finances of
the country and the necessity for outside aid
to unravel the tangle of what is claimed to
be the miserable and inefficient management
of the Colonial Secretary, the Hon, Fred S.
Evans, C. M. G., naturally aroused the in-
telligent of the people. At this juncture
came a dispatch from the Secretary of State
for the colonies, Joseph Chamberlain, plac-
ing the blame of the extravagance of the
government upon the members of the coun-
cil, elected by the people. Then followed
the news of the government’s proposal to
make a horizontal raise of the tariff upon
imports, from 167, to 207, and to put imple-
mencs used in agriculture from the free list
to that of the dutiable. These matters were
approaching the acute stage when we were
at Port Antonia. Very great was the indig
nation expressed by many of the business
people. Anything antagonistic to British
rule, or having a tendency to weaken the
loyalty of the people, of course, could be
made much of at that port, where so much
of the industry and income of the place is
depending upon a wealthy company of for-
eigners, the Boston Fruit Co., and upon an
export to a foreign country, the United
States. One man compared Joeeph Cham-
berlain to Judas Iscariot, **a wman who had
promised great things for the colonies but
did nothing.” Gladstone, by way of com-
parison, was second only to our Saviour.
Legislation had about reached the stage of
a deadlock by the time we reached Kingston
on account of the elected members, 11, all
opposing the government scheme for in-
creaced revenue.

The government of Jamaica receives its
powers in a very different way from that of
Canada, or Newfoundland, or indeed of
Nova Scotia or New Brunswick before Con-
federation. The Governor of Jamaica is not
only Governor, but he is virtually Premier
and President of the Legislative Council, the
only governing body. The ex-officio mem-
bers—the Commander of the forces, the
Colonial Secretary, the Attorney-General,
the Director of Public Works, and the Col-
lector General—receive their appointment
direct from the crown. Then there are six
others called ‘‘nominated members,” who
are chosen by the Governor from time to
time when vacancies occur. This forms the
government.

As an advisory board, the thirteen parish-
es into which the island is divided, may
elect fourteen. At the present time three cf
these seats are vacant, owing to their reprc-
sentatives becoming disqualified. . To fill ore
of these seats an election is to take place in
a few days. 'The government hasits reguler
strength of numbers but it requires a mejor-
ity of votes to carry a measure in any case,
and if nine of the elected members oppose a
measure it fails to pass unless the Governor
considers ‘‘paramount intereats are at stake,”
and gives to himself the powers to overrule
their decision. This is a dangerous expe-
dient and rarely resorted to. And this is
what it is feared he is about to do.

It is the afvernoon of the 22nd and by one
o'clock we are approaching ** Head Quarters
House,”. the legislative council chamber.
There seems to be a general movement in
that direction. On arrival we find that the
chamber is so full that only those who have
previously secured the privilege can enter;
and th® broad veranda in front is full of
electors expecting to witness a fray. Fortu-
nitely for these latter the council chamber
and the veranda where they are are upon
one level, and the large windows between
must remain open for air. In a very few
minutes after our arrival the gates are closed
so that the great crowd which seems to be
gathering may not be able to concentrate its
force too near the object of its ire. A good
force of colored police too are on hand to do
the will of the powera that be, leaving the
thoughts of the powers that may be, for
later consideration.

The audience is about equally divided be-
tween whites and blacks. Outside, two-
thirds are blacks. The negroes, who seem
to be in official positions, compare very fav.
orably with their contemporaries. ~Alto-
gether it is not an unintelligent audience by
any means.

Directly the Colonial Secretary and tle
Attorney General arrive. If these are men
of the ability necessary for the control of the
difficult problems of their positions their ap-
pearances belie them. We hear no boom cof
cannon, or the sound of approaching music,
or the tread of soldiers such as we are accus-
tomed to hear in Canada at the approach of
a Governor to open a session of parliament.
Oaly a little extra stir at the doorway, and
the Commander of the Forces enters and
then the Governor accompanied by a few
minor officials.

Tke Governor looks careworn and anxious.
We know he distinguished himself as a sol-
dier, but we do not believe he is fitted for
this position, and we would like him better
for a Governernor if he discarded that eye-
glass, though Joseph Chamberlain does use
one,

Every available member of this legislative
body is present. The minutes of a previous
meeting are read and confirmed. - The Colon-
ial Secretary reads the (Governor's address
apprising the Assembly of his reasons for
calling them together so soon again. He
stated that he had acquainted the Secretary
of State for the colonies of what had trans-
pired regarding the tariff, and that he had
replied that he—the governor—should ** take
the necessary steps to secure the first read-
ing of the bill.” He says: ** it was impossi-
ble that I should suffer these affairs to drift
into a position which would be detrimental
to the best interests of the people, and would
go far to dislocate and paralyze the whole
machinery of government.” Who was to
blame for the present cendition of affairs and
how to be remedied are the all important
questione. However, the Governor soon ap-
prises the audience of what his course is to
be, for it is found in the following paragraph;
‘It was therefore clearly my duty to carry
out without hesitation the wishes of the
Secretary of State and to put in force the
extraordinary and special powers restrved
to me in cases of necessity by the constitu-
tion.” The glances which are exchanged be-
tween the members and the air of contempt
with which this announcement is received
by the majority of the audience does rot
bode well for peace. But not a semblance
of indecorum is noticed while the address is
being submitted. At the end, Mr. Stern,
the member for Kingston, wishes to ask
some questions as to the order of their tariff
proceedings, This, it seems, is equivalent
to calling in guestion the propriety of the
course now likely to be taken by the govern-
ment, The president decides that he cannot
ask questions without notice.

Mr. Burk, a negro member, rises to speak.
