The sympathetio expressions of the
public bodies with which he was con
nested, the sinoere regrot of the citizena
without any distinotion of olass or
oreed, and the deepsorrowof the Catho
lic people attest the loss to the com
munity suffered by the doath of Dr. W.
V. Lynoh of Lindsay. The sad ovent
took place on Friday mormng, Feb,
206thfult. unozpeotedly.

On Wednesday, tho 24th ult., he
bhad gone on his daily rounds ag usual,
in apparently good health, visiting his
patients, but on Thurad ing h
complained of headache and was
unable to leave his rosidence. Doctors
wore in attondance the whole day;
but death came ghortly after midnight.

William Valentine Liynch was born
in Belleville 1858, and was the eldest
of a fexuly of ten ohildren. During
his boyhood he evinced a fondness for
study far boyond his years. After
passing through the Balleville schools
Ins parents sent him to St. Michael'a
College, Toronto, where he soon
distinguished himself by taking the
gold medal 1 1877. He aftowards
spent somo time in Quebes, to make
himself familiar with tho Fronch
fongue, Like many young men he
was thon undeoided ag to his vocation.
The pricsthood he regarded as the
highest vocation of man, but with

l istic humility he deemed

God in his goodness who hind never
forgotten His faitbfal servant gave
him that evening, a slight renewal of
strength thus enabling him-to partiei
pate in the joy of meeting his loved
ones.

‘Ho was instrumental in forming
Lindeay Branch of the C. M, B. A.,
whioh is indebted to him for its
present flourishing vondition. He
was also honorary member of the C.
L. A. and D. B, A, and medioal
oxaminer for goveral Life Insurance
Compani 8 rep ive of
the Separate gohcol, he was & member
of the Lindsay Board of Kduca-
tion, member of the Board of Health,
and direotor of the Mechanics' Inati-
tuto and of the Horticultu.al Sooisty.

‘The funeral, on Sunday afternoon,
wag very Jarge, and bore ample testi-
mony to the high esteem in which the

corrow felt by the community at the

At 2.80 p. m. the funeral cortego
proceeded to St. Mary’s churoh, which,
though large, wag soon filled to its full
capaoity.

Monsi Laurent sang the sclemn

All day Mond dsy night
while the remaing lay in state in
Qsceols, prayers wore almost con-
tinually offered for his etornal rest.

Tuesdsy morning the body was
borne to the church where a solemn
roquiem was sung by Rev. Father
Ryan of Renfrew, with Rev, Fathere
Francis and Isaiah Frenoh acting as
deacon and sub-deacon respectively,
all throe very dear friends of the
departed. Besides the priests named
woro present in the sanotuary Rev.
Father Brunet of Portage du Fort, a
faithful visitor to the bedside of Mr.
Devine during his illness; Father
Marion of Douglas, who one week
before, administored to him the last
rites of our holy mother church, and
Father Dowdall of Eganville.

The Catholic Order of Foresters of
whioh Rev. Fathor Devine is an
osteemed membor, took charge of tho
funeral. Wearing the badges of their
order and headed by their ohef ranger
Mr, James Donegan they marched in
double filo from the presbytery to the
churoh, six of their number acting as
pall-bearers, Masg over, and the last
sad notes of the Libora chanted, the
romaing wore borne to the hearae in
waiting. The long line of oatriages
{formed in procession for Cobden where
‘the body was placed on board the train
for Renfrow there to b interred amid
the scones and friends of his oarly
days. At Ronfrow 8 mournful corlege

He possessed too in an
oxoceptional degree tha gift of elegant
language cither on the platform or
with the pen. Some years ago he
published a story which, however, waa
not destined to more than a limited
circulation. Later he was engaged on
a history of the Catholic Church in
Victoria county, wiich may yot bo
published. In his g ion he wag
in groat request and had a large
practice, He has been president of
the C. M B, A. at Lindsay and of the

L under gov
and waa the warm personai friend of
such men ag Sir John A. Macdonald,
Joseph C. Morrison and $ir E. P.
Tache. He sottled in Peel County
and for years hived at Frogmore in that
county. A stannch member of the
church of Fingland he never denied
to othors the liborties he olatmed for
himeel(; and Mre, Andoraon, a dovout
member of the Catholic Church, wh3
preceded him jo 1889 had the
pleasure of dispensing the hospitalities
of his house to the Catholio pricst and
the Anglican rector at the samo time.

So thoroughly was ke the heart of the
Catholic community there that it
seems hard to think of Lindsay with
out De.

This estimable youny
man had been attending St. Michael’s
Qollege, Toronto, studying philosophy
with a view to preparing for the holy
priostiond, when he cont dagevere
oold wineh settled on his lungs and
ended in tuberoulosis, He was ever
remarkable for his quiet disposition
and sincere piety, and was beloved by
all who knew him, Huving graduated
feom tie soparate sehool of Oakville,
he made a course in the high school,
and then entered ooltege, The one
ambition of his life was to serve at the
altar ; but our Lord acoepled the wi!l.

Kind-hearted, able, g a
staunch friend, a liberal enemy, he has
passed away full of years, and his
many friends will join with us in our
regrets that a bond between the old
generation and the present has at
last been brokeu by length of tension,
and that a good man in the fulluess of
bis time hus been taken from among
ug.

MISS M'ALLISTER, COBURG.
