A Deciaration that Pope Neo Intended
o {nterference 1a Xrighk Politioa—The
Odrcular not adaressed 10 the Irish
People.

Prefect ot Propagands, Cardinal SBimeoni, to
the Archiishops and Blehops of Irsland, has
formed during the week the ohief theme of
conversation amonget the Eoglish.speaxing
Oatkolics ia Bome.

The Honiteur de Rome, which ts declared o
be the organ of the Vatican, in treating of
this subjsct, says: « Lt {8 necegsary to remark,
first of all, that the letter from Rome was ad.
dreased to the Bisbops and olergy of Iretand,
snd not to the members of Parliament any
mora than to the members of the Lasgue.
The Holy Sye hus taken good care not to en~
.cronch on the political domain, and not to
enunolate the least judgment upon the coutge
parsued by the actual dirsctors of Irish agi~
tation. - The Holy S8ss does not pretend to
any dfrect action over Mr, Parpell and over
Lis friende. But it bas no wish to abdioate
ite legitimate authority over the Bishops and
the parieh priesis of Ireland.”

When ths reporter called at the Oardinal's
resldénse it wua at firet found lmpogsible to
bave A message conveyed to His Eminence, to
Archbishop Cortigan, or even to Father Far-
ley, the Cardinsl’s private socrotary. Later
on, bhowevar, the reporter, aiter stating the
bosiness on which be came, received a mes-
sage, purporting to come from Qardinal Mc-
Oloskoy, to the effsot that bo desired o say
nothing whatever upon the sabject. Lt was
added that ha waa the only person who could

speak regarding it all.

‘Opne of tho clergymen attached to the
Oathedral told the reporter that mobody In
tale city, except the Oardinal, could say with
absoluts certalnty whother a Plenary Counctk
would be called or not, becauee tbe justruc
tHons of the Propugnndn were always kept
Inviolably secret, excopt ln so far as thelr
falfilment rnlght render thelr disolosnre
necessary. “ 1 belleve, however” the rever-
end gentleman continued, that aach a coun—
oll will bs callad, and {ita efloot upon churchk
disciplina In thls country cannot but be
very widely folt. The Holy Bee wouald not be
likely to tske anch a step without the most
carsful thought of the probable resuit, acd:
you may be gure that all the Archbishops of
the Uatted Btates wlil ba required to glve an
rccount of the exact state of the Church im.
thelr respective provinovs. It 18 gquite plaln
to my mind that the Propagands and Hia
Hollpess bave determined to do all in their
power to put a atop to the futerference of tne
clergy in politlcal or other non-rollgious
quaestfons, aud the summonicg of the Arch-
bishops to Roao will ba a fitting preparation
for the work to be done by the proposed
Uonnoll.
