Thus we come to have laws in Eng-
land relating to the tenure and letting of land
euch as have bever been known in any other
civilized country ; laws tending to deprive the
rultivator of a considersble part of the just
price of bis labor, and to turn town dwellings
into dens unfit for human habitation. We have
Jaws and customs relating to the hiring of labor
which sanction the arossest opE;cnslun of the
poor.

It is easy for them by
custom to be led to suppose that this is a
right and lawful mode of living, and even to
strive to follow, so far as they can, in these
eapects the world around them. Again, the
asgessment that worldlings make upon their
fortunes for the support of religion and the re-
tief of the poor i1s commonly infinitesimaily
emall. Catholics must follow them in this
saving if they follow them in that expenditure ;
otherwiee they cannot make both ends meet.
But is this according to the Spirit of Christ or
the maxims of His Gospel? Is it safe from
His terrible threatsa and predictions? Will
those who act thus fiad at last that their grave
obligations to the Church and to the poor have
been really diacharged, or find, unhappily, that
they have been fatally misled by the spirit of.
the world ? _ .

And, alas, how wmuch doed
religion suffer through worldliness and want of
unton? *\Where the treasurs is,’ suys our
Lord, *there will the heart be also ;' and truly
also, where the heart iy, there will worldly
t-easure be given. A worldiy Catholic, hke a
worldly Protestant, will spena his oroney on the
world, and will grudge even a few pence on a
Sunday for the advance and shpport of religion.

St. Peter may tell him to love the brother
hood ; St. Paul may tell him to de good to all
men, but priocipally to those who are of tha
household of the fmith; theologians may tell
him of the order of charity ; but he prefers the
good will of the world, and gives to the Protes-
tant the aid and countenance which he danies
to his Catholic brother. 'This is indeed a
sad perversion of ttings which we some-
times gee; all the more as sects and
sectet soctettes invariably patsonize and
push forward their own companions, and poor
latholies, therefore, denied at times both by
friend and alversary, have a hard lot to bear.
We recommend you, then, mosr enrnestly, dear
reverend brethren and desr children in Chri-t,
to promote union among Catliolies by every
means in your power, and while you are justly
fearful of over intimacy with those who are
without, to have above all things, as St. Peter
says, n mutual cordial charity among your-
selves.”

THE MIRACULOUS CRUCIFIX,

The Church of St. Martin, Wiijek (a suburb
of Maestricht, capital of the Dutch portion of
the province of Lnmburg, to which it is united
by a bridge of nine arches) possesses a miracu-
lous crucifix, which, legend tells us, haas the fol-
low ng origin : —

‘“ In the thirteenth century a gentleman of
Maestricht madea pilgrimage to the Holy Land,
to venerate the sacred places sanctified by the
life and the death of the Redeemer of man-
kind. On his return, after prolonged absence,
he distributed among the members of his
family gifts and souvenirs brought from
Palestine. When he arrived home, his young-
est daughter, Anna, was kaeeling in the church,
offering her customary prayers to heaven for
the ssfe return and spiritual welfare of her ab-
seat father, whom she terderly loved. \Vhen
she welcomed him, naught was left for her
share, nave & walout, wrapped in a bit of silk,
together with adoriferous herba which the father
presented to the young maiden, who forthwith
planted it in her garden. The nut took ront,
sprouted, and quickly grew into a tree, with
widespreading branches which attracted uni-
versal admiration.

Some time after, a fearful tempest arose,
causing frightful havoc. The walnut-tree was
split into two parts ; and, to the astonichment
of the pious family, a crucifix was discovered in
the centre, rising upright from the nut originally
planted by the maiden. Anna, more than ever
delighted with the parental gift, reverently
removed the precious treasure, which a
few dnys later she bore with her to o
convent of Awvgustinian nuns in the
vicinity, wherein "she afterwards tock the
vell, and died in the odor of sanctity.
Since that time the crucifix was ever the object
of popular devetion among the faithful of all
lands; and a pilgrnm from Hungary, we are
told, presuming to cut tnence a aplinter to bear
away with him, was miraculously kept_prisoner
within the railiogs encircling the qrucifix, until
he had openly confessed the sacrilegious deed,
and promised to return thither evéery sevenm

ears to make public reparation and penance,
gfumetous cures have been wrought among the
crowds of pious visitors who flock to Wijck from
the country round, and it is even now cus-
tomary for pilgrims to carry home with them
the exact measurement of the distance between
the extended arms of the crucifix, as a blessing
for their-homes. = This wonderful crucifix was

STATISTICS OF THE MTBSIONS IN BISHOI RICARDS'
JURISDICTION

A few notes occasionally on Catholicity 1
South Africa may be interveting to your readers.
I have just returned from a tour through the
Yastern Vicarinta of the Cape of Cood Hope,
and will furnish a brief sketeh of its position.
The territory included in it is larger than
Belgium, Holland, and a few other states of

» part.on the side.of |
Ho

Furope, but it is sparsely peopled. Catholics
particularly sre few and far between ; conse-
quently the mission is an extremsly expensive
rne to keep up, and it 18 hoped that the Society
for the Proeagntion of the j:‘aith will keep this
in mind. Going fromn Graham's Town eastward
into Kaffirland, we cowne, after o journey of
vighty-five miles, to Kiog William’x Town,
which is a flourishing town of 7,000 inhabitants,
Maoy Germaan Catholics live lere and in
the weighborhood, but people of Irish ex-
traction are in the majority. The church here
in the most beautiful in South Africa, pavemant
all marble, shree ltars from Genoa, which are
beautiful worka of art, and magnificent painted
Rlars windows from Messrs. Meyer & Cho..
Munich, Father Fsgan is the venerated and
beloved parish priest. The ernvent of Dumini-
can nune manages the largest school in South
Africa, comprising more than 320 scholars,
sevanty-eight of whoin are boarders,

Gaing down by rail to East London, forty-
two miles distant, we find a Dominienn convent
with a school, having a small church as an an-
nex. This place 18 a seaport of an extensive
district and eventually there will bs a fine La-
tholic Cliurelt hure, Proceeding by rail inland,
we arrive, after travelling morc than 100 miles,
at Queen’s Town, where there ia a sgmall Ca-

tholic  Chapel, forming part of the
priest’s house, and a cosgregation of
two_dozen or so. There are chupels also

at Fort Beaufort and Alice, Aliwal North
is  enght miles  further inland than
Queen’s Town, and situated on the banks
of the Orange river. 1 may say, en passant,
that it i8 one of the best placen in the warld as o
sgnitorinm for the cure of pulmonary disease.
There are warm baths nere and the dry pure
air of this high region is wonderfully etficacious.
A handsome stone Catholic church has recently
Leen erected, but the congregation is ns yet very
small. The pricat here Lis to serve stations
more than one hundred miles distant. Lower
down in the Cape Colony, at Burgheersdorp,
there is = chapel but no priest and very few

Catholics ; thia place is served from Aliwal |

North,

At a charming villnﬁo named Bedford, about
fifty miles from Graham's Town, there is n
chapel. The Enest here has to visit Somerset,
Crudoch and Celesberg. The last place is more
than one hundred miles distant. At Ulitenhag,
twenty milea from the ses, there iz a commo-
dicus Catholic Church and the headquarters
in the vicariate of the Marist Brothers. At
Port Elizabeth (Algoa bay) there are over
one thousand Catholics, and a beautiful
church with the finest organ in South Africa.
Bishop Ricards resides in Graham’s Town,
where there are five thousand Catholics and n
small church, built many years sgo. Here,
however, is the flourishing Jesunit college of St.
Aidan's, where Father Weld resides. Its
schools are most efficiently managed ; while at
Dunbrody, on the Sunday river, there ia
an ecclesiastical academy and sanitorium
for the Jesuit missionaries of the Zam-
besi and east cosst, In this place an excellent
effact is being made among .the natives; and
another mission has recently been established
near the Kei river. The Jesuits are evidently
intended to be the missionariea to the great
Kaffir nations of southern Africa. There s an
immense field before them into which they are
now just entering,.—Connecticut Catholic.

one of them seized a poker lying near the heartly,
and got from it a3 warm w shakehands as ever
he experienced, it being atmost red with heat.
Seeing the accident one of tha builifls met
Ly hia freedom with the poker, the other care-
fully caught hold of the tongs and began to
smash the furniture and throw it on the rond.
stde. The penple loudly protested sgaiast this
way of removing the poor woman's etiecta, and
the head constable in oummand advised the
bailiff nat o injure the furniture. 'The rest of
the proceedings passed off quietiy until Mrs.
Murphy was seen advancing towanls the door
with her youogest child in her arms crying bit-
terly, followed by two policersen who were in-
tide during the removal of the furniture, and
the baililfs who patched the broken deor and
locked it in the prosence of the weeping widow
and children.

He would not,
dwell mpop pereonal matters, which were of
minor importance on such an vecasion, but he,
had hardly a greater conralation than the unans
woud support he hod received tn America in the
p esent struggle.

should do and how to do it It was
much too late under the circumstances
to object to the conduct of Americans whea
they ventured to advise us on the Irish quos-
tion. It would bemonstrousand unnatural if they
did not do it, for feelings of humanity required
it at their hands. He contended that the whole
civilized world in its literature favored the canse
of Ireland. He had challenged men who koow
more than himself to produce a single author of
repute who did not severely and unmitigatedly
condemn England.

Cheers,) Criticising the Coercion bill, Mr.
Hndetone sa’d it was pas ed by men, n major-
ity of whom when elected oppose crercion
and condemned the Government featare of the
act and the suppression of societies ;u Ireland,
He regretted that the American deputa-
tion had come at a time of retroactitn
and retrogress on, There was one consola.
tion, It was impossible that the love of lib-
erty shonld rccede from the people, He be-
lieved that the people as represented by the
present Parliament were a deceived, deluded
people. But the recent elections showed thab
they were awakening, (Cheers,) The cause of
liberty would triumph eventualy when Amen.-
cany, and mankind generaily, British mankind
