4. Those States which, on signing the Constitution, express their inte
to avail them8elves of clause (b) of paragraph 3 of this article may submit the

5. Members of the Organization which. are suspended from the exerci
the rights and privileges of Membership of the United Nations shaîl,
request of the latter, be suspended from the rights and privileges of this Oý
ization.

6. Members of the Organization which are expelled from the United Na
shall automatically cease to be members of this Organization.

7. With the approval of the General Assembly of the United Nat
members of ehe Organization which are not members of the United Nations5
which have persistently violated the principles of the Charter of the UJI
Nations may be suspended from the rights and privileges of the Organiz*i
or expelled from its membership by the General Council.

8. A member of the Organization which has persistently violated the
ciples contained in the present Constitution, may be suspended from the rý
and privileges of the Organization by the General Council, and with the aPWI
of the General Assembly of the United Nations, may be expelled froin
Organization.

9. A member of the Organization undertakes to afford its general sliP
to the work of the Organization.

10. Any member may at any time give wrîtten notice of withdrawal t'
Chairman of the Executive Committee. Such notice shail take effeet one
af ter the date of its receipt by the Chairman of the Executive Committee.

A1RTICLE 5

ORGANS

There are established as the principal organs of the Organization: aGe
Council, an Executive Committee and a Secretariat.

ARICLE 6

THE GENERAL COUNCIL

1. The ultimate policy-making body of the Organization shàll be theW e]
Council in which each member shail have one representative and such alt'
an~d advisersasM may be necesaary. Each member shail have onevot
G3eneral Couneil.
