
Canadian TA contracts won at the ASDB represent a special and illustrative case, as a resuit of
the fact that ail Canadian TA contracts are included in the data from the bank. Ail TA contracts
at the ASDB must go through International Competitive Bidding (ICB)..

In addition to Canada 's strong performance in this cate gory, it is interesting to note that TA
grants are apparently continuing to grow in relative importance at the ASDB. Although the
bank's lending decreased by almost US$1 billion in 1 999, from US$ 5982 million in 1998 to
US$4 986 million in 1999, technical assistance increased 10 323 TA grants valued at $US 184
million, from 248 grants valued at US$163 million in 1998. This represents an increase of 30
percent in number and 12 percent in value over 1998 figures.
