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(c) that the living allowances payable to members of the Council be 
raised to $25 as already provided in the said chapter 331;

(d) that the Governor in  Council may appoint a member of the Council 
in place of an elected member who resigns;

(e) for clarification of provisions of the Acts relating to indem nity and 
living allowances; and further

(f) that the Act be amended by including therein provisions relating to 
the holding of land, similar to the provisions now in the Yukon Act.

Whereupon, Mr. Lesage, a Member of the Queen’s Privy Council, informed 
the House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed 
of the subject-m atter of the said proposed Resolution, recommends it to the 
House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at the  next 
sitting to consider the said proposed Resolution.

Mr. Howe (Port A rthur) moved,—That the House do go into Committee 
of the Whole at the next sitting to consider the following proposed Resolution:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Atomic Energy 
Control Act to provide for the carrying on of research and production activities 
in the atomic energy field by a M inister or by companies reporting to a 
Minister; and also for the enlargem ent of the Atomic Energy Control Board 
to perm it representation on it of governmental or other bodies likely to be 
especially concerned w ith atomic energy matters.

Whereupon, Mr. Howe, a Member of the Queen’s Privy Council, informed 
the House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed 
of the subject-m atter of the said proposed Resolution, recommends it to the 
House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at the next 
sitting to consider the said proposed Resolution.

Mr. Lapointe moved,—That the House do go into Committee of the Whole 
at the next sitting to consider the following proposed Resolution:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Children of War 
Dead (Education Assistance) Act to extend the benefits of the Act w ith respect 
to certain children presently excluded.

Whereupon, Mr. Lapointe, a Member of the Queen’s P rivy Council, 
informed the House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been 
informed of the subject-m atter of the said proposed Resolution, recommends 
it to the House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole at the next 
sitting to consider the said proposed Resolution.

Mr. Lapointe moved,—That the House do go into Committee of the Whole 
at the next sitting to consider the following proposed Resolution:

That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amepd the W ar Service 
Grants Act to extend the time lim it for the availability on re-establishm ent 
credit; also to extend certain benefits of the Act to additional beneficiaries; 
and fu rther to provide for an  extension of time whereby certain veterans may 
take advantage of the Veterans Insurance Act.
