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On motion of Mr. Byrne for Mr. Macaluso, seconded by Mr. McNulty,
the Fourth Report of the Standing Committee on Transport and Communica-
tions, presented to the House on Friday, October 20, 1967, was concurred in.

Mr. Ormiston, seconded by Mr. Smith, by leave of the House, introduced
Bill C-170, An Act to amend the Visiting Forces (North Atlantic Treaty) Act,
which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next
sitting of the House.

The House resumed debate on the motion of Mr. Benson, seconded by Mr.
Sharp,—That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair;

And on the motion of Mr. Hamilton, seconded by Mr. Dinsdale, in amend-
ment thereto,—That all the words after “That” be deleted and the following
substituted therefor:

“this House is of the opinion that the government should state
immediately its policy on national resources and clearly set out its
intentions and objectives generally; and particularly with respect to:
(a) a national energy policy, including natural gas, oil, electrical trans-

mission grid and uranium;

(b) a national water policy;

(¢) forestry, agriculture and fisheries policy;

(d) human resources

and the extent to which pollution is endangering any or all of these
resources”;

And on the motion of Mr. Douglas, seconded by Mr. Lewis, in amendment
to the said proposed amendment,—That the amendment be amended by adding
at the end thereof the following:

“gnd the need to take immediate steps to cope with air and water
pollution, including appropriate national standards and any necessary
amendments to the Criminal Code of Canada”.

And debate continuing; at 8.15 o’clock p.m., Mr. Speaker interrupted the
debate pursuant to Standing Order 56(4) (d);

And the question being put on the said proposed amendment to the amend-
ment, it was negatived on the following division:
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
