Mr. Lang, seconded by Mr. Greene, by leave of the
House, introduced Bill C-239, An Act to amend the
Prairie Grain Advance Payments Act, which was read
the first time and ordered to be printed and ordered
for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governor General printed pursuant to Standing Order
62(2) in relation to the foregoing Bill is as follows:

His Excellency the Governor General recommends to
the House of Commons a measure to amend the Prairie
Grain Advance Payments Act; to provide for the Gov-
ernor in Council to prescribe the rate per bushel in
respect of advance payments; to establish on a continuing
basis provisions in respect of emergency advance pay-
ments for drying grain and to provide for emergency
advance payments for unthreshed grain to a producer
to a maximum of three thousand dollars; to extend the
