PRIVILEGE

MR. LANGLOIS (MEGANTIC)—APPEARANCES
ON C.B.C. OF QUEBEC SEPARATIST

Mr. Raymond Langlois (Mégantic): Mr.
Speaker, I rise on a question of privilege
arising from an answer given by the Secre-
tary of State, to be found on page 13205 of
Hansard for Monday, February 20, 1967. The
answer was directed to the hon. member for
Lapointe, who had inquired about the num-
ber of invitations extended by the C.B.C. to
different persons across the country to speak
on political topics. My question of privilege
has to do with persons to whom such invita-
tions have been extended.

Looking at the answer given by the Secre-
tary of State we find the name of Mr.
Bourgault, leader of the Ralliement pour
IIndependance nationale in Quebec, appear-
ing four times under C.B.C. radio programs
and five times on television or nine times
in all, while cabinet ministers, men responsi-
ble for the country’s administration, are listed
as “nil”. The name of the Minister of Justice
is listed as “nil” under the radio column
and “nil” under the television column.

I strongly object to the way in which the
C.B.C. has proceeded to place Mr. Bourgault,
a known separatist, in a category equal to, if
not above, that of cabinet ministers of this
country; I object to the use of the C.B.C.
for the purpose of getting a subversive
message, a revolutionary message across to
the people of this country; and I for one, as
a member of parliament and as a Canadian
of the Dominion of Canada, am certainly not
willing to sit back without making a protest
in these circumstances.

The second part of my question of privilege
also relates to the C.B.C. and to the nature
of some of the programs which are produced—

—for instance the program “Aujourd’hui”
which is subversive, revolutionary and un-
desirable, particularly at this time when the
situation is so tense in the country. I feel that

the said program is perverted and ab-
normal, that it is presented not only to bring
up problems still more difficult than those
we are faced with, but also to brainwash the
Canadian people, particularly the population
of the province of Quebec.

Consequently, Mr. Speaker, I move:

That this subject matter be referred to the stand-
ing committee on films, broadcasting and the arts
for immediate investigation, and that the said
committee report back to this house before the
end of the present session.

Mr. Speaker: Before submitting the motion
suggested by the hon. member for Mégantic
the Chair has to decide whether there is a
prima facie case of privilege. I have listened
to the argument put forth by the hon. member
for Mégantic, and I must tell him that I have
no hesitation whatever in reaching the con-
clusion that there is no question of privilege
at all in what he has raised. He may have a
grievance, but I do not think the subject
matter goes beyond the nature of a grievance.
It cannot be accepted as a question of privi-
lege.
