As regards the Master's degrec, it is suggested that the Faculty

of McGill consider the re-estoblishment of o ruling permitting
MeGill graducntes to take the liaster's degreo without further
residence., Such candidates would, of course, be subject to tho
usual rules of examinations, This concession might be limited

to those gradustes who have had two or more years' experience in

o government laboratory, under conditions which might bé¢ considered
as equal to an additional yoar's work at the University.

For groduates of other Universities the residence requirement of
one year is, in our view, necessary, but we would osk thet o
student be permitted to teke this year in two, or possibly three
parts,

That one yeer's residence after the Master's degree has been
obtained, either at lleGill or any other University of sctisfactory
scodemic standing, be considered os fulfilling the residence
requirement for the Ph.D. dcgroc.

It would appear to us as reasoncble that o professional civil
servant of high scientific attoinments in his ficld, having & ;
Mester's degree, and whose work 1s undoubtedly of 2 high quelity,
might be granted the concession of onc year's reésidence only,
despite the foct that he moy be o graducte of another university.

Where ony concessions are made it is suggested that co-supervision

of extro-mural study be instituted, both for the guidonce of the’
student and the protecction of the standords of McGill University.
