Temperance Laws,

Dr. Godfrey then deaslt i lIength
with Mr. Rowell’s tempérance erusade.
“Mr. Rowell,” he sald, “has 4 plan of
getting up in thé housé and saying
to 'the Conservative party, ‘You are the
liquor men. I am the only moral per-
son, and my party, in thé Provitice of
Ontarfo” He asks you, and I believe
he i8 candid and sincere when he asks
you and me, to abolish the bars in this
province. There are already two acts
on the statute books of this province,

- the Temperance Ac¢t and the Local

Option Act, which i8 in forcé in a
great. number of places in Ontario.
You eannot legislate a man to be good,
it is impossible, it is just a question of
treatment. There is no doubt but that
if we could wash the drink traffic off
the face of the éarth we would bhe
much better off; but we have it with
us, and you cannot gdy to a man, ‘you
must do this and you must not drink,’
because the very first thing he will do
will be to do that which you say he
must not.”

Thé doctor then took up the ques-
tion of the naval bill, at present before
the house of parliament at Ottawa,
He expressed his approval of the Bor-
in every way, ex-
plaining that Canada must show the
enéemies of Wngland that we, as well as
New Zealand, Australia, and South
Africa, are behind the old land.

Mr. Maclean’s Address.

W. F. Macléan then addressed the
meeting. It was his intention in the
coming summer to make a tour of the
constituency and hold open air meet-
ings so that every one cdould discuss
the various questions beéfore the coun-
try. The member for South York then
went on to spéak of the British sys-
tem of govérnment as the most demo-
cratlic in theé world. “Everything was
being done for the betterment of the
people and cver to improve the con-
dition of the women. Some people
are taking objection to the women
movement in Kagland, Thé women in
England have a grievance. They are
trying to bring their cause before par-
lament in England. They may, per-
haps, be a little rough-shod in some
of their methods, bue the women will
be heard, and the government of Kng-
land will give them an opportunity cf
voting because ths women are as much
a part of the country as the men
and, therefore, they are entitled to be
heard.”

Mr.' Maclean then dealt with the
question of the City of Toronto pur-
chasing the Street Railway and Tor-
onto Electric Light Company, stating
that in his opinion, by the first of
July the eity would be the owners of
all the transportation systems and the
lighting-and A:ower distribution.

The Naval Bill.

In touching the Naval Bill Mr., Mac-
lean stated that there was, and 48 a
danger in Hurope to the mother coun-
try, owing to the growth of the vari-
ous navies. “England’” he said, “has
always had the fupremacy of the sea
and shé must always have that su-
premacy. A navy may be a luxury
for Germany, buv i{ (s essential to
Fngland.  The strength of England for
three hundred years has been in ‘her

L|public owned ling from ocean

fleet. England has been defending us
ever since we cameé here, and it is now
time that we did something for her,
not because she needs it, but becauss
it is our duty to do s0.”

Tne position he took, he explained,
was that while it was essential that
we made an immediate grant to the
mother - country, not of thirty-five
million, but of a hundred million if
necessary, Canada should then do
something on her own account. This
country has grown from & small coun-
try of five Rrovlncep to a mighty coun-
try, stretohing from the Atlantio to
the Pacific, and it was the duty of
Canada to help in (he defence of these
oceans. He explained that in the mao-
morandum which was re in the
house by Mr. Borden from Premier
Asquith, it was promised that if we
can develop a shipbuflding industry
in this country we should be given an

Porttmlty of building some of the
ships for the British navy.

He further went on to say that
while most of the people were ex-
plaining -that this’ grant of thirty-five
milllon8 was ofily & temporary pro-
position, to liim it was and must be
a permaneént one,

3 8hould Have Passed.

The one tliing which he regrotted,
however, was that if this grant was
to be madé he should have liked it
to be made by a united house and
without oppositiofi. The bill should
have passed the house in twe days
and not havé taken weéeks as it has
done. “The bill, however, will be
aassed ghortly,” He explained, “but it

This was the verdict handed in by
Foreman F. F. Reeves to Coroner
Hopkins at the inquest held on Satur-
day to determine the cause of death of
Eddie Waidell, who died at the Victoria
Industrial Home on Friday morning.
The lad, who was from West Toronto,
had been in the institution since I'eb-
ruary, was delicate and had spent
about half the time since in the infir-
mary, to whiech he was last admitted
on Wednesday, the 16th inst. When
seen by the nurse in charge at 11.30
p.m. Thursday he seemed resting
quietly, and on being again visited be-
tween two and three on Friday morn-
ing and again about 4 am. he was
found to be dead. The jury felt from
the evidence that an institution of over
300 boys, tho a healthy lot generally,
should not be left to the care of one
nurse for both night and day duty.
