Confcience, and vindicated thofe Minillcrs

who preferved no public Faith, where the

Eledloral Infterefts came in Competition with

the Honour and Advantage ofyour Country.

The fingular and prevailing Sentiments

in which it was inviolably perfevered, during

that Period, were that few German Elec-

tors were the Fathers of their Wive's Chil-

dren, which made them carelefs who were

Heirs of tlieir Dominions. That all Sove-

reigns ought to be defpotic, as the EfFe(ft

of which, it was Pain to behold the liberal

Countenance of a free People, which con-

ilantly reminds Men they are not abfolute,

and for which Reafon it was frequently the

Cuflom to indulge the Luft of Defpotifm in

the Company of Slaves. And laftly, that

Englijhmen ought to labor for Wealth to

wanton away on German Purpofes ; in Con-
fequence of which, your Minifter had no
Mercy on your Liberties and Properties. So
confummately Hrnoverian was the Temper
of the Times, it does not appear the augufl

Donation oi tliefe Realms, created one
Moment's (iratitude in the Hearts of your

King;'s Mir.iitrv.
