ANADIANS MAKE BIG G
- DESPITE HEAVY RAI

Comp lete Capture of lmportant Towns and ‘

Make‘Progress Beyond---British Pres-
sure Maintained and Line Advanced.

London, Aug. 26.—It was the Ca-
nadians who early Monday morning
in the new offensive of the British
southeast of Arras ‘captured Wan-
court and Monchy-le-Preux and
pressed on beyond them, according to
Field Marshal Haig's communication
issued tonight.

The statement also records the

‘eapture by the British of Montauban

and Basentin-le-Grand, respectively
west and southwest of Longueval.

The text of the communication fol-
lows:

“At 8 o'clock this morning Canadian,
Scottish and London troops attacked
on both sides of the Scarpe River from
Croisilles to the neighborhood of Gav-
relle,. On the south bank of the river
Canadian divisions, attacking’ with

nllantrv. passed rapidly thru

e enemy’'s foremost defences and

captured the high ground known as
Omnge Hill in the first rush of their
assault. -

“Despite heavy storms of rain the
Canadian troops pressed on and at an
early ' hour reached Wancourt and
Monchy-le-Preux,

“During the morning the rain ceas-
ed. These troops completed the cap-
ture of both villages and have made
progress beyond them,

“Meanwhile, north ot the Scam

Scottish troops, advancing once more
over the ground on which they fought
in 1917, carried the German first de-
fensive system south of Gavrelle,
reaching the outskirts of Roeux. The
chemical works north of Roeux are
again in our possession.

“On the right of the Canadians the
Scottish and London troops who, dur-
ing the preceding days had fought
their way toward Crofsilles and Hen-
inel, continued ‘heir attacks. Altho
they met with ‘vigorous resistance
from parties of German infantry and
machine gunners, they have made
substantial progress and have com-
pleted the capfure of the high ground
between Croisilles and Heninel, In
this new sector many prisofiers have
Teen taken by us during the day.

“On the southern section of the
battlefront our advance has contin-
yed on both sides of the Somme.
Ausiralian troops have taken Cappy
and have made progress east of the
village. North H tho Somme they

have entered. Suzanne

“On the remainder of the. battle-
front fighting has taken place at a
number of points. Our pressure has
everywhere been mafntained, and our
line has beéen advanced In certdin
sectors.”

Steady Progress

Is Made All Day

Canadians Take More Than 1000 Prisoners in
Their Drive Along the Arras-Albert-
Cambrai Road.

With the British Army in France,
Aug. 26, 4 p.m—~With the battlefront
widened by a surprise attack in the
nonth, so that i* now extends all the
way to the River Scarpe, the British
again have made steady progress
eastward all day long.

The enemy’s resistance, offered on
many sections, has taken on more and
more.the aspect of rear-guard ac‘ions
—stubbornly fought, but nevertheless
rear-guard actions.

There are rumors that a counter-
attack has teen developed by the
enemy in an effort ‘o gain the time
which he badly needs, as his main
roads, especially in the centre of the
battle zone, which are required for
moving material to the rear, have
been broken or are under fire “rom
the British big guns, .which have
been shoved up so that <hey range
far Lehind ‘he enemy’s line,

In many localities the retreating
Germans have left strong posts of
machine guns supparted by single
field guns, in an effort to delay the
advancing British. These field guns
have had no effect.

Cappy, the little town just south of
the Somme, was lined with machine
guns when the Australians, in the
middle of the night and during a driv-
Ing rainstorm, attacked it. A lone
field gun from the rear of the town
threatened to do some damage until
& daring group circled round and crept
upon it from the rear and hurled
themselves upon the gunners, killing
them. Then; with the assistance of
tanks, Cappy was cleared of the live
machine gunners, and the Australians
pressed on. About the same time Su-
Zanne, almost across the river from
Cappy, fell in somewhat the same
manner,

To the north British patrols are
DOW operating with more freedom.
Combles, an important position south
of Bapaume, has been gradually en-
troached upon, and the town, thru
Which pass many roads which the
Germans must use, is under a hot fire.

Combles also is a logical point for
the conccntration of. troops, and un-

doubtedly heavy damage has been in-
flicted upon men and material here.

It is an interesting feature of the
battle that the Mametz Wood, which
has been taken and passed, was at-
tacked and captured by the same units
of Welsh troops which attacked the
position in July, 19186.

South of the Bcarpe the Canadians,
driving along the Arras-Albert-Cam-~
brai road, have gained more ground
and added more than a thousand Ger-
mans to the British total of prisoners
during the day’'s fighting,

Many letters taken from prisoners
and dead indicate that hopeless despair
is beginning to prevail on the German
side of the line. ® A letter written
home by a German who was stationed
in a town which has now been cap-
tured, says: “The war has been lost
for some time, only those high up are
failing to admit it.”

The letter added: *“Oh, poor Ger-
many! Only the dead at the front
have forgotten this swindle.”

Another letter said: *“This cannot
last much longer,” while still another
German wrote: “Our losses greatly
exceed all the drafts. Germany is sure
to lose very soon.”

It is a fact that many letters taken
from prisoners, whether written by
them to be posted home or received
by them from civilians in the interior,
are in the same vein. One German
in Berlin chided his brother at the
front about making rapid progress to
the rear. Ttie then predicted that the
war was surely coming to an end and
that with the allies. then making an
economic war, Germany would be
ruined. Many of these letters were
written before the British began their
drive.

TANKS AND CANADIANS.

With the British Army in France,
Aug. 26.—The attack south of the
Scarpe was delivered in co-operation
with tanks. These steel monstérs
rolled thru the rain and shot their way
thru the German first lines almost be-
fore the Germans realized they were
being attacked.

SUBMARINE SINKS
MORE FISHERMEN

Another Steainer Goes to
Bottom Near St

: Pierre.

St. Pierre, Miquelon, Aug. 26.—The
steamer Eric, of 600 tons, has been
sunk by shell fire, presumably by the
same submarine which sent four fish-
ing schooners to the bottom on Sun-
doy off this island. Four of the crew
of thé Eric, which hailed from St.
John's, Newfoundland, were wounded.

Gloucester, Mass., Aug. 26.—The

sinking of four fishing schooners and)

the steamer Eric by a German sub-
marine off Point Platte, Miquelon, ap-
parently indicates that the U-boat is
working east, mariners here said to-
night. - The point where the vessels
went down is the farthest east that
the submarine has yet operated in its
attacks on the fishing fleet, One of the
schooners sunk was the Americans
owned and American-manned J. J.
Flaherty. She was the largest vessel
of the Gloucester fleet and was -
ed by the Gorton-Pew Vessels C
pany. With her cargo of 200,000
pounds of fish she was valued at about
$50,000. The Flaherty was command-
ed by Captain Charles T. Gregory of
this port and carried a crew of 24 men.
She was of 162 gross tons and was
built in 1899. The C. M. Walters and
the E. B. Walters were owned in Lun-
enburg, Nova Scotia. The former was
a 107-ton ship and the latter 162 tons.
Mariners here did not know the Mar-
fce B. Adams.

FRENCH AID GANADIANS
WHO LATER RECIPROCATE

Each Appeals to Other When
They Find Themselves in
Difficult Positions.

At French Army Headquanters .n
the Field, Aug. 26.,—A certain portion
of a line Canadian regiment, 80 oper
cent, of whom spoke French, sttack -
ed alongside French troors Subia-
quently the Canadians were hard-
pressed by the enemy, who was
strongly posted in a wood. They ap-
pealed for assistance to a Jrench
regiment on their flank. The French
immediately advanced and completcty
turned the position. The French regi-
ment shortly af‘erwards fouad them-

selves similarly wsituated. Yaey ap-
pealed to the Canadians, and the lat-
ter also. immediately attackzd ond
saved the situation. The two rogi-
ments in ¢he evening messed and
bhivouacked together.

RAID ON CONFLANS.

American Machines Throw Bombs,
Causing Enormous Explosion.

With the American Army in France,
Aug. 26.—American bombing ma-
chines again raided Conflans, Sun-
day, dropping forty bombs on the
railroad yards, despite heavy anti-
aircraft fire, All the bursts wece
well together at the east end of the
vards, one causing a big explosion, as
tho an ammunition car had been hit.

As regards the enemy casualties, of-
ficial figures show the terrible grueling
to which the enemy was subjected.
Some battalions have been reduced to
100 men and even to 50. The old ani-
mosity between infantrymen and artil-
lerymen broke out in the prisoners’
cages where the infantry accused the
artillerymen who had been taken pri-
soner of ignoring the barrage signals
and withdrawing their guns to a safe
distance from the heat of the battle.

The
Guards fixed bayonets, charged and

THIRTY-EIGHT GERMAN
MACHINES SENT DOWN

London, Aug.  26—The fo}lowing
communication dealing with aviation
was issued this evening: “Thruout
August 26 our low-flying machines
continued to harass the enemy by
bombs and machine gun fire directed
upon his infantry, guns, transport and
trains. Other machin kept in con-
tact with our troops and observed for
our artillery. Photographic work and
reconnaissance were carried out as
usual,

“Thirty~two tons o- bombs
dropped by us during the day on
way junctions, such as Cambrai
Valenciennes; on enemy dumps
on the Bruges docks. A hostile
drome was successfully bombed.

“Twenty-five German machines
were brough: down by us and one
Geiman balloon was destroyed. Thir-
teen hostile machines were driven
down out of control. Five ‘of our
machines are missing.

Paris, Aug. 26.—A French official
statement says: “Eastern theatre,
Aug. 25.—There was increased artillery

Additional gains also have been made
by the British east of Albert and on
both sides of the Somme River. In
fact notwithstanding the efforts of the
Germans thru the use of large rein-
forcements to hold them in check, the
British and F‘rench all along the line
from Albert to ‘Soissons have materi-
ally bettered their positions and car-
ried further forward their plan of
making the Picardy battleground une
tenable for the enemy.

French Hammer Away,

The French again are hammering
away at the environs of Roye, one of
the strong points on the Somme-Oise
front. Fresnoy-les-Roye, to the north,
and St. Mard, to the south of Roye,
have been captured by the French
despite the desperate resistance of the
Germans, and Roye, like Bapaume in
‘the north, apparently is in danger of
belng pinched out of the line in an en-
veloping movement. More than 600
prisoners were taken by the French.

The Germans have thrown further
heavy counter-attacks against the
French in the region north of Sois-
sons, where the French continue their
pressure northward in manoeuvres
which seriously threaten to outflans
the Chemin des Dames and Laon sec-
tors and tq put the entire German line
from Ypres to Rheims in jeopardy. All
the attacks have been sustained by
Geperal Mangin's forces,

RECONNOITERING ACTIVE
UPON ITALIAN FRONT

British and French Raid Austrian
Trenches on Asiago Plateau.

Rome, Aug. 26.—The war office an-
nouncement today says:

“Along the whole front there was
considerable activity by our recon-
noitring parties. On the Asiagw Plateau
British and French patrols carried out
raids on the enemy’s trenches, bring-
ing back prisoners.

“Other prisoners arnd material were
captured by our patrols in the Monte
Grappa region and the Piave islets.”
