BAVARIAN PREMIER KILLED
MINISTER BADLY WOUNDED

Eisner Was Shot #Dead on Way to Diet and Auer Wounded
in House While Telling of Assassination---Deputy
and Officials Killed.

MINISTER OF WAR KILLED?

London, Feb, 21.—A German wire-
less message received here quotes
Philip Scheidemann, German chancel-
lor, as saying that Herr Rosshaupter,
Bavarian minister of war, has been
killed. 2

Herr Scheidemann, speaking in the
national assembly -at Weimar, Iis
quoted 2s saying :

“With the greatest sorrow and In-
dignation | have to inform you that
the Bavarian premier, Kurt Eisner,
champion of the revolution, has been
shot by a fanatic, Munich is the
scene of a bloody civil war, and my
friends, Rosshaupter and Auer, are
said to be dead,

“The government expresses the
deepest sorrow and condemnation of
those shameful acts of munrder.”

Munich, Feb. 21.—Kurt Eisner, the
Bavarian premier, and Herr Auer,
minister of the interior, were today
victims of assassing' bullets, the pre-

diet and the minister badly wounded
in the house itself,

The premier was shot by Lieut.
Count Arco Valley, as Eisner was on
his way from the foreign ministry in
Munich to the diet. The shooting oc-
curred in the Prannerstrasse, and
death resulted from two shots fired
from behind into his head. 1

Eisner's body was carried into the
foreign ministry, where it lies in the
porter's lodge.

Soon after the shooting the judicial
and police authorities arrived to "in-
vestigate the assassination. There
was great excitement in the streets of
the city.

The diet, which was holding its first
session today, adjourned indefinitely.

N Minister Assassinated.

The shooting of Herr Auer took
place during a session of the land-
tag, while Auer was alluding to the
assassination of Eisner, Auer fell
wounded in the left side and Deputy
Osel was killed and two other offi-
cials - were seriously wounded.

The shots were fired from the pub-
le and caused a panic among
the deputies.

Forced to Yield Portfolio.

Herr Auer is a member of the
Majority Socialist party. He - first
came into prominence last November,
at the time of the revolt in Bavaria,
taking the portfolio of minister of
the interior in the new cabinet.

The following month, when the
period of unrest in Munich became
grave, Auer was compelled, at the
point of revolvers of revolutionists
who visited his house at night, to re-
sign his portfolio. He was given two
minutes in which to do this. In his
written resignation Auer declared
that hé was surrendering to force.

This did not satisfy the  revolution-
ists, who demanded a statement that
the resignation was voluntary.

A short time afterward the minis-
terial council of the people of Ba-
varia expressed its anger over the
forcing of Auer to relinquish his po-
sition, and declared that his resigna-
tion “naturally is void and the minis-
ter remaing a member of the govern-
ment.” The document was signed by
Kurt Eisner, as minister-president.
Auer was the recipient of any ex-
pressions of sympathy fron?1 thruout
Bavaria as a result of the' incident.

Last December seventeén ''promi-
nent men, including one mon-Bavar-
ijan duke, were arrested in Munich,
charged with having been engaged in
a conference with the local soldiers’
council. It was asserted that a revo-
lutionary plot was on foot and that
Auer was connected with it. In a
speech in the Bavarian chamber of
deputies, January 7, Auer said he pro-
posed to intervene with arms. against
Germany if the unsettled ' conditions
in Berlin continued.

Kurt Eisner, who seized the reins
of government in Bavaria after the
deposition of the royal family early in
November, was a socialist of the more
radical type and recent reports from
Munich have been that he was head-
ing a Spartacan movement against the
moderate and Conservative factions in
Bavaria.

fl‘he Arcovalley family has been pro-
mient in Bavaria and Germany for
years, a count of that mame having
died at Rio de Janeiro in 1909 while
Geérman minister to Brazil.

Eisner, a Jew, was born  in- Galicia
and at one time was - editor-in-chief
of The Vorwaerts of Berlin. He was
arrested last April by the Bavarian
government and was reported to have
committed suicide in prison. The re-
port of his suicide, however, was pro-
ven. false, when Eisner made himself
the leader of the Bavarian. revolutien.

Eisner also had been opposed to the
German Majority Socialists and since
his rise to power in Bavaria had re-
peatedly aftacked President Ebert and
his colleagues. He even went so far late
in November as to sever relations with
the Berlin government and  there al-
ways has Feen some question whether
Bavaria, if Eisner could keep control
would not join the German republic
Eisner was a delegate to the German
national.assembly, having been de-
feateld by an overwhelming vote in the
elections.

Accompanied by guards in gorgeous
uniforms and on a special train, Bis-
ner went to Berne to attend the In-
ternational Labor Conference there
early this month. At the Berne con-
ference he attacked the German Ma-
jority Socialists, .declared :himself,
strongly agaimst Bolshevism and eaid
that he knew of his own knowledge
that the Germans had ill-treated French
prisoners of war, .

GUILTY OF MURDER

Commission Probing Submarine-
Excesses Has Evidence to
Convict Twenty.

The program contemplates a monster
reception to the delegates of the world
conference in Madison Square Gardens.
New York, from whence the party, re-
inforced by Canadian and American pro-
hibition workers, will proceed by special
train to Ottawa, then to Toronto, at
which place the formal opening of the
| conference will take place and the first
| sessions held. The conference will ap-
| point its officers, committees, etc., and
| then adjourn to meet two weeks later in
| the City of Washington.

In the interim between the Toronto
and Washington meetings it is proposed
that the visiting delegates be divided
into eight or ten parties, each occu-
| pying a special car and as many specially
| conducted tours be arranged covering
