portant Speech to the Members of the
Young Libefal Club — Hon, David
Milis, Joseph Talt, M. L.A,, E, J. Davis,
M.L,A., and Others Deliver Addresses.

., Last evening in the rooms of the Young
¥ Men's Liberal Club, Richmond Hall, Sir
Oliver Mowat spoke for 90 minutes on ques-
tions which are presently agitating the

< political mind. : :

The Provincial Premier studiously avoided
the plebiscit question, condemned the P.P.A,
defended the fe¢ system and was conciliatory
to'the Patrons of Industry.

Bir Oliver spoke without notes, in & well-
modulated and distinct voice, and his re-
, marks were liberally applauded. -

President Frank Pedley of the Young
Liberals occupied the chair, and probably 300
persons listened to Sir Oliver’s address.

' The Premier, whb was svociferously ap-
plauded, said inpart: Iam to speak to you
to-night on some subjects which are of especial
political importance. I have prepared
something on the financial condition end
financial prospects of the province, but Iam
told, and no doubt truly, that the Eooplu are

¢ portectly satisfled on that subject. [Laughter.]

They take no stock in that argument againsy
us, nor in any other, as & matter of fact.
[Hear, hear.] .

But for the mew elements which have
entered into the political fleld we would bave
had an easy victory, as I hope even with
these we will bave.

Two of the principal ones are the TEA
and the Patrons of Industry. Neither of
them have any sympathy with the Couserva-
tive party, but the Conservatives ‘hope, with
the aid of a few Reformers, to defeat the
Reform Government. I hope and I have no
doubt but that the Conservatives will meet
with disappointment.

The P.P.A, Movement,

1 am surprised that the P.P.A. should make

its appearance at this juncture, because the
question was the very one which has been

dealt with, and dealt with successfully, in
two other elections. Inasmuch as the oppo-
sition amounted to nothing I did not expect
to have to deal with them again.,

‘We have been told that we are pro-Romish
in our legislation and in our admini-
stration of public affairs. Protestants tell
us that the offices in the gift of the Govern-
ment overflow with Roman Catholics. As
you doubtiess know we had an official state-
ment prepsred of the departmerte, in which
the Government makes appointments and
this statement showed tbat the Roman
Catholics held fewer offices than they were
entitled to. It also showed tbat they
received a less proportion in regard to
salaries than in respéct to appointments.
- A ~th® ory is still promulgated,
there no foundation whatever for it.
We aim to be fair to Roman Catholics as
.well as fair to Protestants.

Ballot in Separate School Elections,

It is claimed that we have refused the
ballot in elections for Separate School
trustees in response to the dictation of the
bierarchy. As a matter of fact the
laity do mnot want' the ballot I

guspect, the reason for the agitation is that
Protestents wish to force the ballot from us
from an auti-Catholic standpoint. When it
comes in that way we -can’t wonder at it.
In elections to the Legislative Assembly, as
well as in other elections, the Catholics in-
variably bave and will continue to give a
solid vote for those candidates who have the
favor of the clergy. It is very ditficult to
legislate until those affected by it say they
want it. At the present time there is not the
slightest doubt that a great majority of tho
Roman Catholics do not waut the ballot

- s applied to separate school elections. 1t is
an obvious thing that Protestants are not
going to liberalize Catholics by antagoniz-
ing them—Dby refusing to give them business,
by saying that they shall not be permitted
to be elected to the *unicipal Council or the
Legislative Assembly. The true priuciple to
adopt is to act kivdly to toem. t us show
that we recognize their rights whatever they
are, They make good husbands and wives,
good fathers and mothers, good daughters
and sons, good citizens,  ‘I'hey are humane
and benevolent, and there is) no reason
why they should be ostracised because they
belong to the creed they do.

Anpother charge which has been made is
that Roman Catholic" institutions are not
subjecs to the same inspection as Protestant
jnstitutions. This is quite untrae, it has no
foundation in fact. ‘There is the same in-
gpection for one kind as for the other. I do
bope that thé good sense of the Protestaut
community will refuse to be carried away by
any such cries as these,

‘T'here are upright men among the P.P.A.,
men who love their church and - their
country, but they are influsuced in what
thay do not by love of their church but by
whit they are Zold. I trust that ere long
they will see the error of their ways. But
there are others who are engeged in misre-

resentation and ,who I cannot say take the
views they do from honest motives.
Courting the Patrons.

With regard to the Patrons of Industry
there is only éne plank which the Re-
formers have not as a party taken the samo
views as embodied in their platform. In
Dominion politics the platform of the
Reformers and the Patrons. is identically
the same. 1t is a great pity thas those hav-
ing & common object should oppose one
another instead of taking united action. One
thing is certain--the question as to whether
certain officials should ve élected or appointed
as hitherto is & matter _of no importance;
while all the other planks in the platform
are of great importance. b

We Didn’t Do It,

1 wish to discuss this matter of the appoint-
ment of offieials. I wish to show you why
we should stick to the old system instead of
changing it. Wedidn’t adopt it—it has always
been the system, There havealways been some
people who }houg!:t an elective system was a
better system. 1f the appointing system is &
bad one we must slter 1t, but we contend
that the appointment system is the best one.
Onply don’t charge us with being responsible
for it. If the system is good we cannot
claim credit for it, but if not don’t biame us
for it. I never saw it claimed that the elec-
tive system is better, The appointment sys-
tem, I claim, 18 a very good system,

They have the elective system in the
United States. Dothey got along better?
No. thereis no pretence of anything of
the kind, Unless we were go much in love
with American institutions there would be
po clamor for auy éuch change. I don’t
think a majority entertein any feelings of
jove for United States institutiocs, A good
many do, buta majority believe we have
better institutions than they have mnow.
[Cheers.] Let us have the best. Don’t let us,
in order to imitate them, take a retrograde
step, because we think a step in advance 18
more preferable. !

Except in the United States not a Liberal
Government elects officials of this kind. I am
not aware thataeny democratic or liberal
{nstitutions in any country ask for such.
1t does not follow, therefore, . that such a
ebange is, necessarily or logically, desirable,
~Such a chauge would strike el the root of
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show that if eleoted they would ba more effi-
cient. And there is great danger—and not a
fanciful danger—that the system would be
extended in a way which would shock every
person hore present. I have stated, and
stated unreservedly, that we didn’t see our
way to make any change. If we should dis-
cover that o change is desirable then wo will
adopt it. If those mldlnz the views embodied
in article 7 of the Patrons’ platform see in it
the correct one,the change at all events is 1ot
one which justifies hostility between two
parties having the same views in common,
Salaries v, Fees.

This.agitation does not affect the question
of salaries or fées, or the amount of re-
muneration paidofficials, It would bean
open question the same. wbether officials
were appointed by Government or elected by
the people. Isthe fee or salary system best?

Woe have not initiated the fee system. It
was always the system and we did not see our
way to changeit. There are several advant-
ages to the fee system. In the flrst place
the salary paid depends upon the work done.
Under 4 salaried system the salary goes on
if there is a falling off in the work, and
whatever advantage this may be to the
official it is certainly not an advantage to
the coyntry. There is a great differenge
between the fees collected where they go/to
the province and where they go to
the officials, while there is no suspicion of'
dishonesty against theofficial. Take Osgoode
Haell, for iustance. There the salaries are
moderate. Nobody objects that they are
excessive or that. the officials are overpaid,
Salaries have been paid here for a period
antecedent to Confederation, What is the
result? 7The salaries aloue excoeed the amount
of fees received and always bave. Thereare
a number of expenses which county officials
would have to pay out of their own pocket
if elected, whereas the" provinee now pays
them,

It is urged that there are too many
officials — that _there are twice as
many as in 1871, The business now is double,

es, nearly treble, what it was 20 years ago.

ou cannot trapsact double the business
with the samo number of men.
Do Counties Pay the Shot?

Another argument in favor of county offl.
cials being elected locally is that the county
pays their salaries, The salaries are not paid
by the county. Such as are paid salaries get
their salaries from the province and not
from the county. Some of those who are

yaid fees, sheriffs, for instance, do get pnid

y the oounty; but the fees paid by the
province are larger, iu some instances double
what are paid b the county. The greater
part of their income, bowever, is derived
peither from the county nor province, but
from men who have business indiyidually
with these officials, and if those who pay are
wo have the right of electing officials, those
who have business with theso officials
alone should vote, And besides, many
of those who trapsact business with
the officials live elsewhere, bave
no votes in the county, consequently wouid
not kave a voice if these officials were
elected by the general body of electors in the
respective counties.

No Chance to Change,

If once this change to an elective systom is
adopted you can’t rescind it. Actual experi-
ence proves that, There is not an instance
on record where the system was adopted and
the people went back to the old plan. 1
could read you extracts in proof of this.
Where once the system is introduced new
officials are constantly added.

We dealt with the fee system two years
ago, and as it was claimed that the receipts
of the officials were largely in excess of what
tbey should be,we provided that an exira snm
should be taxed against them, 1f this is not
enough of course a fufther reduction may be
made. But the fee system is the best one, of
that we are satisfied.

“8ir Oliver then touched on the question of
the surplus and, while admitting that the $4,-
000,000 surplus left by Sandfleld Macdonald
had disappeared, claimed that the Govern-
ment had paid out $6.000,000, or $2,000,000
more than al) the. surplus, in railwayaid. Iy
addition it spent $8,000,000 or 9,000,000 to
complete buildings under way or in ereocting
pew builings, making a tctal of $13,500,000
paid out, all of which bad been met by
taxation and not by borrowing money, as
had been the case with Jother governments,
Large sums were required yearly for various
purpuses such as education, maintenance of
asylums end public institutions, ; besides
carrying on the Government of the couutry.
Succession duties, liquor licenses and the per-
centages received in these public - offices
realized a large _suwm, which would other-
wise have to be raised by direct taxation.
This was the reason, he held, that the fees
should go into the province instead of the
counties, For these reasons, when you come
to consider the substitution of salaries for
fees you will see that the change is not in
the public interest. He -had gone over
the same grounds carefully before and
come to the same conclusion. All
would come to the same conclusion in the
end, whatever that conclusion might be.

The Coming Election,

In conclusion Bir Oliver said: I wish to
say a word with respect to the
geuneral  election  which is approach-
ing. [Cheers.] You have done splen-
did service in the past. Here, as
elsewhere, oid and young men bave vied
with each other to see who could do the
most in promoting the cause, I have no
doubt you will do equally well as in the past.
I hope the result will reward you for
your efforts. Those -objects for which

have . .devoted the L last - 22 years
of my life are still dear to me, and I expect
for one more term to devote myself to the
same good *cause,

Sir Oliver resumed his seat amidst great
applause.

responsible government, for which our fore-
fathers fought, It isnot a question between
a popular method and an obsolete one. In the
one case the appointment ismade by ve-
presentatives of the whole province, and in
the other by those who represent aparsicular
section. One party claims that it could be
better doue by a section; others contend that
a cantral autbority could give better satis-
factionn We are msked: Are the
electors not as well gulliﬂod to elect officials
as are members of Parliament? This ques—
tion is asked as il it closed the whole matter.
Take & bank for instance, the shareholders
elect the directors, but the directors ap-
point the officers. With respect to school
affairs, the voters elect the trustees, but the
trustees appoint the: teachers. Similarly,
electors choose the municipal council but
the council appoints ths clerk, treasurer,
assessors and other ofticers, and this is
recognized as the best system, It can-
not be urged that it  is expedient
for a baok to change its efficers
every two or three years, or «that municipal
officers or teachers should be supplanted
periodically. 5 :

But in addition to this there is a great
difference between the cases, although they
may be supposed to be analogous.

Where Party Figares,

There are not merely the personal qualifica-
tions of the candidates to be considered, but
the parties to which they belong,. and the-
history and principles of the party in the
past. While no sensible man Wwho
has teken into ‘account the question

san have any doubt as to which party bas
done the most for the country, it is undeni-
able that not omfmt ofevery 100 -gives his
vote with sole referonce to the candidate
and not that of the party to which he be-
lobgs. Sothat argument, when you come to
examine it, hasno force. It has not been
definitely stated what officers it is proposed
shall beelective, But I presume it means all
county officials, such as registrars, sherifls,
local masters, deputy clerks of the orowu
and I don't ow but that they go
as far s clotks of the courts
as well. In the Patron's platform they em-
brace everything except judges. But I fail
to see why they should not go in for the ap-
pointment of all Dominion local officials tbe
same as those now in the gift of the Legisla-
ture, There is no reason why this should not
pe. If those in the gift of the Outario Legis-
lature are elective those in the gift of the
Dominion House should be also, including
postmasters, iospectors of produce, in-
spectors of gas meters and others.
One thing I object to is listening to
criticizing of the patronage which belongs to
Ontario, und lgaving {intouched tbat which
belongs to tho’Domlnlon Governmeant,
Government. Inspectioun,

No offices are left without close Gtovern-
ment inspection. To insure accuracy, fidelity
and attention, this system was found to be
necessary. Nothing could be dispensed with
with less disadvantage than these officers.
They are saving the salries of their staffs
several times over by looking after the sev-
eral offices. If officials were elected inde-
pendent of a governmenv altogether it would
be only in cases of the grossest misconduct
that an undesirable official would be re-
moved. Faults that would lead fo their dis-
missal if under Goverument coutrol would
have no effect if they owed their position
to popular vote, if they were popular men.
This is a most fatal objection to the eloc-
tive system. : .

There is a difference of opinion whether
under the new system officials should be
elected by the councils or by the people,
Again, there 1s a difference of opinion
whether- if the system came into effect it
should apply to the present incumbents, and
whether it should embrace all officials,includ-
ing those employed in the administration of
justice. Besides, some favors an election
every five years, others advocate a shorter

term. )

The most prcminent nrrumont advanced
by the advocates of the elective system was
that the Government has taken away these
appointments from the people—'filched”
them, one paper, perhaps more, has claimed.
As a matter of fuct the Government had
taken from the people but one batch
of officials: the inspectors of licenses. In
1850 the system in vogue was to elect in-
spectors at the time of the municipal
elections, After an experience of eight
years this system was found to be
unwcrkable and was by  universal
consent relegated to the county councils.
Agsin iv didn't work and in 1858 the ap-
pointments were relegated to the county
councils, In 1873 the system was again
changed. We took over these appointments
as part of our plan of temperance legislation.
I have never heard of a lodge or society say-
ing that they would go back to the old
system. It has zaid been that the license in-
spectors don’t do their duty. But I never
heard of anybody advocating a return tfthe
old style. Yet thisis the oaly -officer ap-
pointed by the Government who ever was
elected by the people,

More Would Follow,

The first set of officials referred to the
people is never the lasv that goes. In the
States it started the same way, and now
judges are elected. Mississippi took the
initiative, New York followed "suit, and in a
short time the system became goneral. The
olection of judges shocks our people—it
shocks me. 1 have noticed that every
advocate for elective officers excepts judges™
The Patrons do that. While they ane/
excepted now, it opens the door for
including them hereafter, It would be a‘
lamentable thing if such should be the case.
It is & customary thing in. the United
States to assess ocandidates for judges
as well as others for election expenses. In
New York one judge confessed to subscribing
§10,000, several $6000 or $7000, another $5000,
and so on, There are even cases of judges
outbidding one another, Iam unwilling to
opea the door for anything so objectionable.

Party Officials,

1t has been charged that appointments are
made for party considerations, - This is quite
a mistake. We-also take into account the
business capabilities of a man before making
an appointment, end never maks oue when
the official is not qualified to fulfil the dgties
of bis office. Butwe don’t, as a rule, ‘ap-
point Conservatives when we can tinda Re-
former who is qualified for the position.
[Laughter.] My experience is that there
are as many good Reformers as Conserva-
tives, av least, and we take ocare to appoint

Motion by One Vote,

After lying on the table of the Young
Conservative Club for mnearly two months,
the motion of J. A. Ferguson and C. F.
Croas on the Manitoba school question was
last night finally disposed of. The motion
reads:

Resolved,—That the Toronto Y.M.I.C.A.
desires to place on record its entire approval
of the action of the Manitoba Goverament in
refusing to re-open the question of rational
schools after the decision given by the -high-
est possible court of appeal iu its power;

That we believe the forcing of Separ-
ate schools oo Manitoba :wogld. ' be
a legislative crime, and further.
that this association desires to warn
all  pubiic men in Canadq that any
interference with tho clear ad legally de-
fended right of Manitoba with regard to the
establishinent of national schools will receive
the coundemnation thatsuch a public outrage
deserves. ;

The vote was a cloge one, 15 voting for and
the same number against, requiring Mr.
Ferguson, who was in thechair, to throw in
kis ballot before the motion was carried.

Before the question was'put Messrs, Tytler
and Scott spoke against it, and Dr. Wilson
in its favor. The taking of the vote was
charactorized by & great deal of unpleasant-
ness and many insipuations were hazarded

them.

In the United States thereare two parties,
abd the candidates are chosen by the purties,
and unless & man has the general support of
either of the purties he has no cuance of
election. It is partyism from begioning to
end, No person can seccure a nomination
unless he is a  stroug party .-man.
While in Oatario some ' appointees do
not forgev their -politics;, still as a
rule, however active they may bave
hitherto been, we lose his active assistance
once a man secures an office. We don’t com-
plain of- this; we expect it. But once in
offies under the elective. system and a man
bas no chance for re-election exceptheis a
strong party mam.

Patronage Not & Weaknens,

Some of our friends think that patronage
is a weakness to a Government. 1 can’t say
that this is correct, There is no mis-
taking the fact that patronage is valuable
to & government, and is so declared
by all eminent jurists who have written on
the subject, including Sir John Russell, It
is;valuable for prestige, and it isnot in the
interest of the country that you should take
from the Oatario Governmegt what belongs
to her while you leave with the Domi nion
Government the prestige which belongs to it,

The attitude of the Conservatives on thie
matter is & peculiar one. In order to oust
Reformers and the Reform  party
they are willing to adopt almost
anything and every method which they
think will accomplish their purpose.. They
never advoeated elective officers. In fact
such a thing is as anti-Conservative as it can
pe, But ;people who are willing to adopt
any policy, bowever Conservative it may be,
are not to be trusted to got office.

1t is generally admitted that the adminis-
tration of justice sbouid be vested in a cen-
tral autbority snd not in the pedple of the
section where the officials may reside.
Furtbher, it is to be borne in mind
that at present the offices are beld
by efficient men, and there is nothing 0

Ald, Sheppard and Thompson succeed in
Getting Their Salary Reduction Reso-
Jutioh Passed—Ald, Stewurt Says There
Is & Plot Antching fto Get Rid of Eo-
gineer'Kenting and Dr. Sheard.

The most important business done at the
first meeting of the mew council yesterday
was the introduction of Ald. Thompson and
Sheppard’s reduction of salaries resolution.
The full resolution was as follows:

That the salaries of civic employes receiving
over $000 per appum (except the recently-
appointed Medical Health Officer) shall be re-
dnced accoraing to the following scale: Over
$600; and under $1000 5 per cent. ; $1000 to $1500,
fnclusive, 10 per cent.; over $1500 and under
$2000 15 per cent.; all over $2000 20 per cent. ;
:g‘nz the reduction shall take effect from Jan, 1,

' Ald. Thompson, the mover, said he would
like to have a straight vote taken on the ques-
tion at once,

Ald, Hailam did not ses why the civic
officials should not bear their share of the
bard times., Living was much cheaper now
than it was five yearsago. Eighty cents would
ﬁo as far now as a dollar would then., But

e did not approve of the reduction being
made at the City Hall alone, It mustapply
to all other du{mrcmouu. police, educational,
firemen and all branches of civic employ-
ment.

Ald. MoMurrich thought the council should
be given time to consider the question be-
fore discussing it,

should Consult the Hends.

Ald. Shaw said.it was absurd to think that
any tangible reduction could be made un-
less all the departments were brought into
it. The management of the different boards
should be consulted and see where reductions
could be made. He favored referring the
question to the various heads of the depart-
ments wihete it was proposed to make the
reductions,

Ald, Crawford thought the botter way
would | e to appoint a sub-committee to con~-
fer with the bheads of the departments,

Ald, Thompson did not take kindly-to the
suggestion and urged that the subject be
deult with at once, H4 said be had the as-
surance of the school and police boards that
they would fuvor reductions,

Dr_ S8heard should Be In It,

Ald, Gowanlock thought Dr, Sheard should
be ineluded in the resolution, If this were
done he would support the resolution.

Ald. Shaw maiutained that the fathers of
the resolution should have some iniormation
to luy before the council,

The Mayor suggested that the proposition
of Ald, Shdw and Crawford be adopted.

Ald. Sheppard regretted that he could not
‘agree with His Worship. If the question is

’| left to a committee it might not be heard of

again. He waunted the quostion settled at
once and not peddled around among. the
different committees.

Ald. Gowanlock could see no good reason
why Dr, Sheard should be treated differ-
ently from the rest of the officials. - If he
would not "accept a reduction there are
others who could fill the position of Medical
Health Officer.

Dr, Sheard Should Not Be In It

Ald, Crawford objected to Dr. Sheard’s
name being mentioned in connection with
the proposed reduction, He hoped the
aldermen would refrain from saying any-
thing that would wound the - doctor’s
feelings and cause him to resign.
One of the best means of procuring good
civic government was to bhave competent
officials, and the way to ensnre this was to
pay living salaries. /

«Cables, cordage and twine (excepting
hinding twine) composed in whole or in
part of New Zealand hemp, isile or tam-
pico fibre, manila, sisal, grass or sunn, 10
per cent, ad valorem.” .The third amend-
ment was to insert the words, “Including
all cotton duck,” so as to put that article
on the 35 per cent. list.

The next amendment was to insert on
page 69, paragraph 415, line 21, the words:
v¢And sweat leathers, bindings, braids and
tips when cut to lengths for trimming felt
or wool hats.” The amendment; gave rise

Attorney Davidson of Jersey City arrived
in Toronto on Friday in search of E, G.

OTTAWA, Jan. 15.—Since the Hon. Clarke
Wallace has had control of the Customs ke
bas devoted a great deal of his energy to re~
vising five very valuable compilations, made
under the supervision of Mr, Thomas J.
Watters, Acting Commissioner of Customs,
and which when completed will form a
compact and convenient encyclopedia
of customs literature, comprising _al-
most everything which any Customs officer
or person haviog business with the Customs
can desire to know about Cubtoms law, tariff
and practice. These publications are of uni- |
form size, not bulky, and contain a vast
amount of information, They all bear !
date July 1 last, and bave been issued
as fast as they could be com-
pleted. The Queen’s Printer deserves credit
not only for the speed with which they have
been turned out, but for their excellent
tyYograyhicnl appearance, The first three
volumes coutain, first, all orders in council
relating to customs from July, 1888, to June
30, 1893; second, an analytical index to the
customs tariff as in force July 1, 1893; third,
an index to circular memoranda. The
fourth volume was issued ‘to-day and
consists of 230 pages of s compilation
of statutes of the' Dominion of Can-
ada relating in whole or in part to the
assignment of duties to officers of customs,
“This volume has been issued,” says Mr.
Watters in his introduction, *'in order thaty
collectors and other officers of customs may’
bave in convenient form those portions of
the various statuters, apart from the Customs
or Tariff Act, which relate especially to the
performance of any duty by such offenders
or which affectim any direct way their inter-
ests and positions.” .

The fitth and last volume will contain the
customs act with a carefully prepared index
and is now in the printers’ hands. These
publicatious should prove to customs officers
and importers that the criminal code and
revised statutes were’ intended to prove to
judges and lawyers that it is the embodi-
ment of all the Jaw, When a cus-
toms officer has carefully studied these publi-
cations he ought to thoroughly understand
what the customs laws and reguiations are
and what bis own duties and respousibilities
are in connection with the administration of
those laws and regulations. Importers and
others having business with the customs will
ulso find that it will save them time, money

.| and anuoyance to get these publications and

study them carefully. .
Seizure of Kid Gloves,

What may turn out to be & very
important seizure was -made in Mon~-
treal on Saturday, slthough the goods
actually seized so far only amount to one
case of kid gloves imported by the Montreal
agent -of Perrin & Co., the 'great
glove  manufacturers of Grenoble,
France, The importation of Perrin’s
gloves has very largely increased of late
years and the fact that these goods were
being sold cheaper than those of other manu-
focturers led to the suspicion that there
might be something wrong about the jimpor-
tation. An examination of a case of gloves
at Montreal on Saturday showed that there
was something very wroog with them, as
the goods in the case did not correspond av
all with the invoice, being considerably un-
dervalued, and they were accordingly seized.
1t is understood that a thorough investiga-
tion will’be made by the Montreal customs
officar. who made the seizure, The gross
frauds éxposed by the Boyd, Ryrie and
Campbell seizures last summer and the
systematic undervaluation and substitution
of fraudulent for genuine invoices discovered
in that case opened the eyes of the customs
officers at Montreal, and they have lately
been keepinga sharper lookout for under-.
valuaticns. .
